THIS LEASE is made this 12/03/ 2?&024, between Bluebird Investments LLC, an Alaska
Limited Liability Company (hereafter referred to as “Landlord”), and Croy's Enterprises LLC, an
Alaska Limited Liability Company (hereafter referred to as “Tenant”) The Tenant and Landlord
are collectively referred to as the “Parties.” This Agreement to Lease is referred to throughout the
Agreement to Lease as “Lease” and/or “Agreement.”

PREMISES. Tenant is leasing in accordance with all the provisions of this Lease, that certain area,
hereinafter called the "Leased Premises" or "Demised Premises" or "Premises," located at 3601
Arctic Boulevard, Suite B, Anchorage, Alaska, hereinafter called "Building" or "Shopping
Center" deemed to contain 1,332 square feet.

TERM. The Lease begins on , , 2024 and shall be a five-year (5) term (“Initial
Term”), Tenant may extend this Lease for a further term of Five (5) years, commencing on
expiration of the full term by giving Landlord written notice of Tenant's election to do so no more
than 180 days and no less than 150 days prior to the expiration of the term specified herein.

LEASE PAYMENTS. Tenant shall pay to Landlord monthly installments of One-Thousand Eight
Hundred $1800.00 per month on or before the 1% of each month. A late charge of $20.00 per day
thereafter will be charged. Landlord shall give Tenant written notice of the past-due lease
payment. On the 15", the Landlord may give notice of breach, as stated above, and Tenant shall
agree to vacate the premises if the breach is not remedied within ten (10) days.

USE OF PREMISES. Tenant may sublease this property with written consent of the Landlord.
Tenant or its subtenant may use the Premises for the commercial sale of cannabis and cannabis
products. Tenant shall build out the premises in a manner necessary for its or its subtenant’s
intended use. Tenant shall be responsible for all costs and expenses associated with such buildout.

Tenant shall notify Landlord of any anticipated extended absence of 5 days or more from the
Premises not later than the first day of the extended absence.

UTILITIES AND SERVICES. Tenant shall be responsible for all utilities and services in
connection with the Premises.

TAXES. Taxes attributable to the Premises or the use of the Premises shall be allocated as
follows:
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REAL ESTATE TAXES. Tenant shall pay a pro-rata share of the property’s real estate
taxes and assessments for the Premises.

PERSONAL TAXES. Tenant shall pay all personal taxes and any other charges which
may be levied against the Premises and which are attributable to Tenant's use of the
Premises, along with all sales and/or use taxes (if any) that may be due in connection with
lease payments.

PROPERTY INSURANCE. At all times during the Lease Term, Tenant shall procure and
maintain, at its sole expense, special form (“all-risk™) property insurance in an amount not less
than one hundred percent (100%) of the replacement cost, covering the Premises (including all
leasehold improvements), the contents thereof, and the Building in which the Premises are located
(collectively, the “Property Insurance”). The Property Insurance shall contain business income
(“loss of rents”) coverage for a period of time not less than twelve (12) months following the
insured casualty. Landlord shall be named as an additional insured on the Property Insurance.
Landlord and Landlord’s mortgagee each shall be named as loss payees on the Property Insurance
with respect to proceeds attributable to damage to the Premises and the Building. Landlord shall
be named as loss payee on the Property Insurance with respect to business income coverage.
Tenant shall not be a loss payee with respect to proceeds attributable to damage to the Premises or
the Building or with respect to business income coverage, but Tenant shall be the loss payee for
its personal property located in the Premises. The proceeds of the Property Insurance shall be used
for the repair or replacement of the property so insured, except that if this Lease is terminated
following a casualty, the proceeds applicable to the Building, Premises, and leasehold
improvements contained therein shall be paid to Landlord and the proceeds applicable to Tenant's
personal property shall be paid to Tenant. The Property Insurance policy shall be in a form and
contain such endorsements as are normal and customary for property insurance policies carried on
similar property or properties or by similarly situated parties.

DEFAULTS. Tenant shall be in default of this Lease if Tenant fails to fulfill any lease obligation
or term by which Tenant is bound. Subject to any governing provisions of law to the contrary,
if Tenant fails to cure any financial obligation within 15 days (or any other obligation within 30
days) after written notice of such default is provided by Landlord to Tenant, Landlord may take
possession of the Premises without further notice (to the extent permitted by law), and without
prejudicing Landlord's rights to damages. In the alternative, Landlord may elect to cure any
default and the cost of such action shall be added to Tenant's financial obligations under this
Lease. Tenant shall pay all costs, damages, and expenses (including reasonable attorney fees
and expenses) suffered by Landlord by reason of Tenant's defaults. All sums of money or
charges required to be paid by the Tenant under this Lease shall be additional rent, whether or
not such sums or charges are designated as "additional rent." The rights provided by this
paragraph are cumulative in nature and are in addition to any other rights afforded by law. In
the event of a default by the Tenant, the Landlord will contact the Alaska Marijuana Control
Office and ensure Enforcement for AMCO removes all marijuana and marijuana products from
the facility.

HOLDOVER. If Tenant maintains possession of the Premises for any period after the termination

of this Lease ("Holdover Period"), Tenant shall pay to Landlord lease payment(s) during the
Holdover Period at a rate equal to the most recent rate preceding the Holdover Period. Such
holdover shall constitute a month-to-month extension of this Lease.

CUMULATIVE RIGHTS. The rights of the parties under this Lease are cumulative and shall
not be construed as exclusive unless otherwise required by law.

NON-SUFFICIENT FUNDS. Tenantshall be charged $100.00 for each check thatisreturned
to Landlord forlack of sufficient funds.

REMODELING OR STRUCTURAL IMPROVEMENTS. Tenant shall have the obligation to
conduct any construction or remodeling (at Tenant’s expense) that may be required to use the
Premises as specified above. Tenant may also construct such fixtures on the Premises (at Tenant’s
expense) that appropriately facilitate its use for such purposes. All improvements shall belong to
Landlord unless the parties agree otherwise in writing.

ACCESS BY LANDLORD TO PREMISES. Subject to Tenant's consent (which shall not be
unreasonably withheld), Landlord shall have the right to enter the Premises to make inspections,
provide necessary services, or show the unit to prospective buyers, mortgagees, tenants, or
workers. However, Landlord does not assume any liability for the care or supervision of the
Premises. As provided by law, in the case of an emergency, Landlord may enter the Premises
without Tenant's consent. During the last three months of this Lease, or any extension of this
Lease, Landlord shall be allowed to display the usual "To Let" signs and show the Premises to
prospective tenants. Landlord must abide by Tenant’s visitor policy and ensure that no agent or
prospective tenant of Landlord attempts to enter the property that is under the age of 21, presents
a valid state or federal identification card, signs into and out of the visitor’s log, visibly wears a
visitor badge, and always remains in eyesight of a designated agent of Tenant. Landlord may not
bring more than five persons at a time per supervising licensee/employee into the facility.

INDEMNITY REGARDING USE OF PREMISES. To the extent permitted by law, Tenant
agrees to indemnify, hold harmless, and defend Landlord from and against any and all losses,
claims, liabilities, and expenses, including reasonable attorney fees, if any, which Landlord may
suffer or incur in connection with Tenant's possession, use or misuse of the Premises, except
Landlord's act or negligence.

COMPLIANCE WITH REGULATIONS. Tenant or Tenant’s subtenant shall promptly comply
with all laws, ordinances, requirements, and regulations of the state, county, municipal, and other
authorities and the fire insurance underwriters.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF USE FOR MARIJUANA COMMERCIAL ACTIVITIES AND
WAIVER OF ANY DEFENSES OF ILLEGALITY DUE TO FEDERAL LAW OR VOID FOR
PUBLIC POLICY. Landlord is aware of and agrees this premise shall be used for marijuana state
and local licensed commercial activities. The parties are aware that marijuana sales are illegal
under federal law and, therefore, waive all defenses of non-performance of this contract related
to defenses such as void for public policy and illegality under federal law.
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MECHANICS LIENS/CLAIM OF LIEN. Neither the Tenant nor anyone claiming through the
Tenant shall have the right to file mechanics liens/claim of lien or any other kind of lien on the
Premises, and the filing of this Lease constitutes notice that such liens are invalid. Further,
Tenant agrees to (1) give actual advance notice to any contractors, subcontractors, or suppliers
of goods, labor, or services that such liens will not be valid and (2) take whatever additional
steps that are necessary in order to keep the premises free of all liens resulting from construction
done by or for the Tenant.

ARBITRATION. Any controversy or claim relating to this contract, including the construction
or application of this contract, will be settled by binding arbitration under the rules of the
American Arbitration Association, and any judgment granted by the arbitrator(s) may be enforced
in any court of proper jurisdiction.

NOTICE. Notices under this Lease shall not be deemed valid unless given or served in writing
and forwarded by mail, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

This Lease Agreement contains the entire
agreement of the parties, and there are no other promises, conditions, understandings, or other
agreements, whether oral or written, relating to the subject matter of this Lease. This Lease may
be modified or amended in writing if the writing is signed by the party obligated under the
amendment.

SEVERABILITY. If any portion of this Lease shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for
any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue to be valid and enforceable.

‘The emergence of men’s
voices in deeply conserva-
tive states — several with
measures to protect abor-
tion on the ballot in Novem-
ber — has been particularly
striking.

In a series of posts on X
that went viral this spring,
Texas radio DJ Ryan Hamil-
ton detailed what happened
to his wife, Jess, during a
prolonged miscarriage at
13 weeks. She was refused
treatment and sent home by
two Dallas-area medical fa-
cilities where doctors cited
the state’s abortion restric-
tions, Hamilton said. She
ended up bleeding heavily
for more than 24 hours until
she lost consciousness on
their bathroom floor.

Until then, Hamilton ac-
knowledges, “abortion care
was not on my radar.” He
now encourages other men
to tell their stories on a
cast he began hosting this
summer as his wife recov-
ered. It’s called “Correct,”
and his introduction ex-
plains, “In the wake of our
family’s tragedy, and in the
hope of affecting change,
I've decided to keep this
conversation going.”

“Men have to have a
voice and step up on this,”
he said in an interview.

prompting investigators
to suspend their interview,
according to the affidavit.
After having his rights read
to him a second time,
shaw told investigators mat
he shot Williams and left
clothes he was wearing in
the area before returning
home, it said.

Police said they recov-
ered a Springfield Armory
SA-35 9mm 1911 style hand-
gun from the residence, ac-
cording to the complaint.

Beshaw was charged
with first-degree murder
and evidence tampering.
His first court appeance
was scheduled for Tuesday
afternoon.

“Men have strong feel-
ings about this issue [now],
men care about this issue.”
said Tresa Undem, a part-
ner with the nonpartisan
public opinion research
group PerryUndem, who
has studied abortion for
more than 20 years. The
2022 Dobbs decision that
reversed Roe v. Wade was a
turning point. “Post-Dobbs,
they see this has impacted
their own personal rights
and feelings.”

Yet connecting the dots
between miscarriage care
and abortion is still not clear
to many men, said Greer
Donley, a national expert on
abortion law and associate
professor at the University
of Pittsburgh law school.

“The silver lining of
Dobbs is that it forced peo-
ple to talk about what was
stigmatized and shrouded
in mystery — miscarriage,
fetal anomalies, stillbirth,”
she said. They’re now real-
izing the range of scenarios
that can be directly impact-
ed by state bans “and the
end of this illusion that you
can separate elective abor-
tion from emergency abor-
tions.”

Men have an integral
role here, in Donley’s view.
“Abortion is now a crime
and it’s impacting men and
women — families — in
ways that are unpredict-
able,” she said.

He has since
attended rallies and related
community events. “I had
not really known that mis-
carriages would be impact-
ed like this. It was really the
first time as a man that I re-
alized what this all meant.”

“They become police of-
ficers because they want to
do police work, and spend-
ing half their day doing data
entry is just a tedious part
of the job that they hate,”

— called Draft One — as

Al technology is not new
to police agencies, which
have adopted algorithmic
tools to read license plates,
recognize suspects’ faces,
detect gunshot sounds and
predict where crimes might
occur. Many of those ap-
plications have come with
privacy and civil rights con-
cerns and attempts by leg-

islators to set ds.
But the introduction of
Al-generated police reports
is so new that there are few,
if any, guardrails guiding
their use.

Concerns about soci-
ety’s racial biases and prej-
udices getting built into AT
technology are just part of

local prosecutors who ad-
vised some caution before
using it on high-stakes
criminal cases.

“So no arrests, no fel-
onies, no violent crimes,”
said Oklahoma City police
Capt. Jason Bussert, who
handles information tech-
nology for the 1,170-officer
department.

That’s not the case in
another city, Lafayette, In-
diana, where Police Chief
Scott Galloway told the AP
that all of his officers can
use Draft One on any kind
of case and it’s been “in-
credibly popular” since the
pilot began earlier this year.

Or in Fort Collins, Col-
orado, where police Sgt.
Robert Younger said offi-
cers are free to use it on
any type of report, though
they discovered it doesn’t
work well on patrols of the
city’s downtown bar district
because of an “overwhelm-
ing amount of noise.”

experimented with com-
puter vision to summarize
what’s “seen” in the video
footage, before quickly re-
alizing that the technology
was not ready.

“Given all the sensi-
tivities around policing,
around race and other iden-
tities of people involved,
that’s an area where I think
we’re going to have to do
some real work before we
would introduce it,” said
Smith, the Axon CEO, de-
scribing some of the tested
responses as not “overtly
racist” but insensitive in
other ways.

Those experiments led
Axon to focus squarely on
audio in the product un-
veiled in April during its an-
nual company conference
for police officials.

The technology relies
on the same generative
AI model that powers
ChatGPT, made by San
Francisco-based OpenAl.
OpenAl is a close business
partner with Microsoft,
which is Axon’s cloud com-
puting provider.

“We use the same un-
derlying technology as
ChatGPT, but we have

access to more knobs
and dials than an actual
ChatGPT user would have,”
said Noah Spitzer-Williams,
who manages Axon’s Al
products. Turning down the
“creativity dial” helps the
model stick to facts so that
it “doesn’t embellish or hal-
lucinate in the same ways
that you would find if you
were just using ChatGPT
on its own,” he said.

Axon won’t say how ma-
ny police departments are
using the technology. It’s
not the only vendor, with
startups like Policereports.
ai and Truleo pitching sim-
ilar products. But given Ax-
on’s deep relationship with
police departments that
buy its Tasers and body
cameras, experts and po-
lice officials expect Al-gen-
erated reports to become
more ubiquitous in the
coming months and years.

Before that happens, le-
gal scholar Andrew Fergu-
son would like to see more
of a public discussion about
the benefits and poten-
tial harms. For one thing,
the large language mod-
els behind AI chatbots are
prone to making up false

the technology would cause
police officers to be sort of
less careful with their writ-
ing,” said Ferguson, a law
professor at American Uni-
versity working on what’s
expected to be the first
law review article on the
emerging technology.

Ferguson said a police
report is important in de-
termining whether an of-
ficer’s suspicion “justifies
someone’s loss of liberty.”
It’s sometimes the only
testimony a judge sees, es-
pecially for misdemeanor
crimes.

Human-generated po-
lice reports also have flaws,
Ferguson said, but it’s an
open question as to which is
more reliable.

For some officers who've
tried it, it is already chang-
ing how they respond to a
reported crime. They’re
narrating what’s happen-
ing so the camera better
captures what they’d want
to put in writing.

As the technology catch-
es on, Bussert expects offi-
cers will become “more and
more verbal” in describing
what’s in front of them.

After Bussert loaded the
video of a traffic stop into
the system and pressed a
button, the program pro-
duced a narrative-style re-
port in conversational lan-
guage that included dates
and times, just like an offi-
cer would have typed from
his notes, all based on audio
from the body camera.

“It was literally sec-
onds,” Gilmore said, “and it
was done to the point where
I was like, ‘T don’'t have any-
thing to change.”

At the end of the report,
the officer must click a box
that indicates it was gener-
ated with the use of AL

Judge rules incarcerated U.S. House candidate
can remain on Alaska ballot

An Anchorage Superior Court
judge on Tuesday denied a re-
quest by the Alaska Democratic
Party to have the name of a jailed
non-resident removed from Alas-
ka’s U.S. House ballot.

Eric Hafner, a New Jersey
man serving a 20-year feder-
al prison sentence for
threatening elected offi-
cials, is running for Alas-
ka’s lone U.S. House seat
despite never having
resided in the state. Run-
ning as a Democrat, he
finished sixth in the 12-way pri-
mary with 467 votes.

Under Alaska’s open primary
system, the top four vote-getters,
regardless of party affiliation, ad-
vance to the general election. But
when the third- and fourth-place
finishers — both Republicans —
dropped out of the race, the Alas-
ka Division of Elections placed
the fifth- and sixth-place finishers
on the ballot.

The Alaska Democratic Party
sued the state earlier this month,
asking a judge to stop Hafner’s
name from appearing on the bal-
lot. The plaintiffs’ argument was
twofold. First, they argued that
Alaska law does not allow the
sixth-place finisher to be elevated
onto the ballot when other candi-
dates drop out. Second, they ar-
gued that even if the sixth-place
finisher could be placed on the
ballot, Hafner should not have
been allowed to appear on the
ballot because he cannot fulfill
the residency requirements of an
elected member of Congress.

The U.S. Constitution stipulates

that a candidate for Congress is re-
quired to be a resident of the state
they represent once elected. But
Hainer is serving his prison sen-
tence in a facility in New York state.
Hafner has suggested that he
could become a resident of

if he is granted a presidential par-
don or compassionate release, or if
he wins an ongoing aj

Hafner has prevnously
run for U.S. House as a
Democrat in Oregon and
as a Republican in Hawaii.
His mother, Carol Hafner,
also ran for Alaska’s U.S.
House seat in 2018 despite
not residing in Alaska.

On Tuesday, Anchorage Supe-
rior Court Judge Ian Wheeles de-
nied the request for an injunction,
ruling against the Alaska Dem-
ocratic Party and in favor of the
state, which sought to continue
the ballot printing process with
Hafner’s name on the ballot.

Wheeles ruled that Alaska
statutes allow for a sixth-place
finisher to appear on the ballot
if two of the top-four candidates
drop out, even if the statutes do
not say so explicitly. Wheeles al-
so ruled that though Hafner was
unlikely to become a resident of
Alaska when elected, it was out-
side the court’s purview to re-
move Hafner from the ballot on
those grounds.

“The court cannot make any
factual finding about the future.
The court would be speculating,
which it has no authority to do in
this context,” Wheeles wrote.

During oral arguments heard
Monday, an attorney for the Divi-
sion of Elections argued that re-
moving Hafner’s name from the

ballot could jeopardize the entire
election because the ballots had
already been sent to be printed,
and the first batch of ballots was
due to be mailed to overseas vot-
ers on Sept. 21.

In his decision, Wheeles agreed
with the arguments made by the
state about the potential threat to
the integrity of the election by halt-
ing the ballot printing process.

Reprinting ballots could cause
“significant confusion, public fear
of fraud and other malfeasance,
and disruption in the election as
whole,” the judge wrote.

‘Wheeles wrote in his decision
that the inclusion of Hafner’s
name on the ballot would not
cause “irreparable harm.”

The first-place finisher in
Alaska’s primary is Democratic
incumbent U.S. Rep. Mary Pelto-
la, who had nearly 51% of primary
votes. In second with 26% was Re-
publican challenger Nick Begich
111, a businessman who lost twice
to Peltola in 2022. The contest is
largely seen as a high-stakes con-
test between Peltola and Begich.

Alaska’s seat is one of only a
handful across the country seen
as winnable by either party.

The Alaska Democratic Party
had argued that Hafner, who is
running as a Democrat, could im-
pact the election despite having
essentially no chance of winning,
by taking votes away from Peltola.

Under Alaska’s ranked choice
election system, the leading can-
didate must secure over 50% of
first-place votes to win oulnghl
Otherwise, the winner is deter-
mined through a tabulation or in-
stant runoff.

Wheeles wrote that “ranked
choice voting neutralizes any
claim of harm because, in theory,
every voter can rank all candi-
dates if they choose.”

The Alaska Republican Party
had intervened in the case, sid-
ing with the state and arguing for
Hafner’s name to be kept on the
ballot.

The Alaska Republican Par-
ty is openly opposed to ranked
choice voting and open prima-
ries and has sought to use the

appearance of a jailed candidate
on Alaska’s ballot as proof that
the system is flawed. In a state-
ment Monday, Alaska Republi-
can Party Chair Carmela Warf-
ield said that “if our traditional,
historical voting process was in
place, this issue would be moot.”

“The fact is, we are current-
ly burdened with ranked choice
voting and its results, whether we
like it or not,” Warfield wrote.

Officials within the Alaska
Republican Party had asked the
third-place finisher, Republican
Lt. Gov. Nancy Dahlstrom, to
drop out of the race after she re-
ceived 20% of the primary vote.
They also pressured fourth-place
finisher Matthew Salisbury, a rel-
atively unknown Republican, to
drop out of the race, arguing that
would improve Begich’s chances
of besting Peltola in November.

Alaska Democratic Party Ex-
ecutive Director Lindsay Kava-
naugh did not immediately say
whether the party would appeal
the Superior Court decision to the
Alaska Supreme Court.

“We're disappointed by the
judge’s ruling but remain confi-
dent Peltola will win in Novem-
ber. Unlike the Republican Party,
we don’t have to scheme to win
by asking candidates to drop out
until a convicted felon gets on the
general election ballot who re-
ceived less than half a percentage
of the votes cast during the prima-
ry,” Kavanaugh said in a prepared
statement. “We have more re-
spect than that for voters in Alas-
ka and clearly, our candxdales are
more viable than theirs.

Formation

Voluntary Withdrawal of a Member

. A Member may not withdraw from the Company without the unanimous consent of the remaining

Members. Any such unauthorized withdrawal will be considered a wrongful dissociation and a
breach of this Agreement. In the event of any such wrongful dissociation, the withdrawing
Member will be liable to the remaining Members for any damages incurred by the remaining
Members including but not limited to the loss of future earnings.

The voluntary withdrawal of a Member will have no effect upon the continuance of the Company.

It remains incumbent on the withdrawing Member to exercise this dissociation in good faith and to

minimize any present or future harm done to the remaining Members as a result of the withdrawal.

Involuntarvy Withdrawal of a Member

Events leading to the involuntary withdrawal of a Member from the Company will include but not
be limited to: death of a Member; Member mental incapacity; Member disability preventing
reasonable participation in the Company; Member incompetence; breach of fiduciary duties by a
Member; criminal conviction of a Member; Operation of Law against a Member or a legal
judgment against a Member that can reasonably be expected to bring the business or societal
reputation of the Company into disrepute. Expulsion of a Member can also occur on application by
the Company or another Member, where it has been judicially determined that the Member: has
engaged in wrongful conduct that adversely and materially affected the Company's business; has

willfully or persistently committed a material breach of this Agreement or of a duty owed to the
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Company or to the other Members; or has engaged in conduct relating to the Company's business
that makes it not reasonably practicable to carry on the business with the Member.

29. The involuntary withdrawal of a Member will have no effect upon the continuance of the
Company.

Dissociation of a Member

30. In the event of either a voluntary or involuntary withdrawal of a Member, if the remaining
Members elect to purchase the interest of the withdrawing Member, the remaining Members will
serve written notice of such election, including the purchase price and method and schedule of
payment for the withdrawing Member's Interests, upon the withdrawing Member, their executor,
administrator, trustee, committee or analogous fiduciary within a reasonable period after acquiring
knowledge of the change in circumstance to the affected Member. The purchase amount of any

An appraiser will be appointed within a
reasonable period of the date of withdrawal or dissolution. The results of the appraisal will be

binding on all Members. The intent of this section is to ensure the survival of the Company despite
the withdrawal of any individual Member.

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Dissolution

d. A copy of this Agreement and any articles or certificate of formation, as well as all
amendments, together with any executed copies of any written powers of attorney pursuant

to which this Agreement, articles or certificate, and any amendments have been executed.

e. The cash, property, and services contributed to the Company by each Member, along with a

description and value, and any contributions that have been agreed to be made in the future.
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43. Each Member has the right to demand, within a reasonable period of time, a copy of any of the
above documents for any purpose reasonably related to their interest as a Member of the Company,
at their expense.

Books of Account

44. Accurate and complete books of account of the transactions of the Company will be kept in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) and at all reasonable times will
be available and open to inspection and examination by any Member.

Banking and Company Funds

Company funds will be held in the name of the Company and will not be commingled with those
of any other person or entity.

Audit

46. Any of the Members will have the right to request an audit of the Company books. The cost of the
audit will be borne by the Company. The audit will be performed by an accounting firm acceptable
to all the Members. Not more than one (1) audit will be required by any or all of the Members for
any fiscal year.

Tax Treatment

47. This Company is intended to be treated as an S-Corporation, for the purposes of Federal and State

Income Tax.

Annual Report

48. As soon as practicable after the close of each fiscal year, the Company will furnish to each Member
an annual report showing a full and complete account of the condition of the Company including
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all information as will be necessary for the preparation of each Member's income or other tax

returns. This report will consist of at least:

a. A copy of the Company's federal income tax returns for that fiscal year.

Goodwill

49. The goodwill of the Company will be assessed at an amount to be determined by appraisal using

generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP).

Governing Law

50. The Members submit to the jurisdiction of the courts of the State of Alaska for the enforcement of

this Agreement or any arbitration award or decision arising from this Agreement.

Force Majeure

51. A Member will be free of liability to the Company where the Member is prevented from executing
their obligations under this Agreement in whole or in part due to force majeure, such as
earthquake, typhoon, flood, fire, and war or any other unforeseen and uncontrollable event where
the Member has communicated the circumstance of the event to any and all other Members and
where the Member has taken any and all appropriate action to satisfy his duties and obligations to

the Company and to mitigate the effects of the event.

Forbidden Acts

52. No Member may do any act in contravention of this Agreement.

53. No Member may permit, intentionally or unintentionally, the assignment of express, implied or
apparent authority to a third party that is not a Member of the Company.

54. No Member may do any act that would make it impossible to carry on the ordinary business of the

Company.

55. No Member will have the right or authority to bind or obligate the Company to any extent with
regard to any matter outside the intended purpose of the Company.
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56. No Member may confess a judgment against the Company.

57. Any violation of the above forbidden acts will be deemed an Involuntary Withdrawal and may be
treated accordingly by the remaining Members.

Indemnification

58. All Members will be indemnified and held harmless by the Company from and against any and all
claims of any nature, whatsoever, arising out of a Member's participation in Company affairs. A
Member will not be entitled to indemnification under this section for liability arising out of gross

negligence or willful misconduct of the Member or the breach by the Member of any provisions of
this Agreement.

Liability

59. A Member or any employee will not be liable to the Company or to any other Member for any
mistake or error in judgment or for any act or omission believed in good faith to be within the
scope of authority conferred or implied by this Agreement or the Company. The Member or

employee will be liable only for any and all acts and omissions involving intentional wrongdoing.

Liability Insurance

60. The Company may acquire insurance on behalf of any Member, employee, agent or other person
engaged in the business interest of the Company against any liability asserted against them or
incurred by them while acting in good faith on behalf of the Company.

Life Insurance

61. The Company will have the right to acquire life insurance on the lives of any or all of the Members,
whenever it i1s deemed necessary by the Company.

At Pine Street Cannabis Company's retail store, we uphold a strict policy that every individual must present an
unaltered, valid government-issued photo identification proving they are at least 21 years of age before being allowed to
enter. This is in accordance with our regulation and internal policy, which mandates ID verification before viewing or
purchasing products.

Our dedicated Pine Street Cannabis Company employees undergo extensive training to detect the inconsistencies of
forged identifications. They are provided with an ID guide, a comprehensive tool that aids them in recognizing IDs from
other states, countries, and federally recognized tribes. To further ensure the enforcement of our policy, signs will be
prominently displayed at the main entry door, clearly stating, "No one under 21 years of age allowed". The sign will be
twelve (12) inches long and twelve (12) inches wide, and the letters will be one-half (1/2) inches in height in high
contrast to the background of the sign.

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

Pine Street Cannabis Company's retail store is equipped with a comprehensive security system, including a
24-hour monitoring alarm system, exterior lighting, and video surveillance. One entrance/exit will be
designated for ingress and egress to ensure the smooth flow of customer traffic. The restricted access area
behind the retail sales counter is strictly for employee use. At least one employee will always be present
behind the point of sale/display counter, ensuring customers do not enter the restricted access area. The
entrance to the restricted access area will have prominent sighage stating that the area is restricted and that
the public must be escorted. The office door will remain closed and locked at all times. Security cameras are
strategically placed throughout the retail store, allowing for 24-hour monitoring of all areas, including all
entrances and exits, restricted access areas, all windows, every portion of the office, the point-of-sale area,
and the exterior of the building to monitor and identify all activity adjacent to the facility.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

Pine Street Cannabis Company will ensure that each visitor is pre-scheduled by the licensee or an
employee/manager to access any restricted area except AMCO and duly authorized law enforcement agents.
All visitors must sign in and provide valid government-issued photo identification. Visitors must sign into the
visitor's log indicating their name, the date, time in and time out of the restricted access area, and the
purpose of the visit (if deemed necessary). Each visitor will be issued a visitor badge and instructed to clearly
display it on their person at all times while in the restricted access area and return the badge upon exit. At
this time, the employee/manager or licensee will brief the visitor on the company's policies regarding safety,
regulatory compliance, and any other pertinent information the visitor should be aware of while inside the
restricted access areas of the retail store. A designated employee/manager or licensee will escort and
actively supervise the visitor(s) during the entire visit. At no time will there be more than five (5) visitors per
supervising employee/manager or licensee. Once the visit has concluded, all visitors must exit the premises
and return their visitor badges.

The escorting employee/manager or
licensee will record all information related to the visitor's presence, including if there is any reportable activity
or behavior during the visit.

Pine Street Cannabis Company is committed to maintaining a secure environment. We ensure that
adequate exterior lighting is installed throughout the property and will be sufficient to facilitate video
surveillance. All exterior light fixtures and motion detection sensors will use commercial LED lights
with extremely bright bulbs. A licensee or manager will ensure light fixtures are installed in such a
way as to keep the exterior of the premises, signs, and doors well-lit and to allow surveillance
cameras to clearly record individuals that are within twenty (20) feet from the entrance/exit.

Pine Street Cannabis Company will contract with a third-party security company, to install the alarm system, maintain its
equipment, test the devices, and continuously monitor the facility to ensure the property's safety and detect
unauthorized activity. The alarm system will be set up to monitor intrusions with motion detectors in all building areas
during closed hours. The third-party company will educate a licensee or manager on the alarm system and panic
buttons. Pine Street Cannabis Company will train all employees on the alarm system's functions, such as arming and
disarming the alarm, police response, and proper system use. Troubleshooting any issues will remain the responsibility
of the licensee or manager. Each morning, the first employee arriving at the store will disable the overnight alarm
system and check the surveillance cameras and recordings to ensure the system functions as expected. The last
employee to leave the store in the evening will activate the overnight devices and sensors and lock all doors that are not
self-locking. Sensors will be installed and maintained on all potential entry points, including all doors, to monitor motion,
intrusion, or activity when the alarm system is activated. The alarm system will always be active when the store is
closed, and any attempted intrusion will initiate an immediate and electronic notification to the off-site security center
and the licensee and manager's cell phones.

In the event of an unauthorized breach, the licensee or manager will direct all persons in the retail store to vacate
immediately and await law enforcement. Pine Street Cannabis Company will comply with all law enforcement directives.
The licensee and manager will enter the retail store and inspect for damages and/or missing property when deemed
safe. Additionally, any event on the licensed premises involving local law enforcement will be promptly reported to
AMCO Enforcement via email. In the case of the establishment's knowledge of evidence or circumstances that
reasonably indicate theft, diversion, or unexplained disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, or money from the
licensed premises or any unauthorized access to the licensed premises, the licensee will notify AMCO, and AMCO
Enforcement, electronically, within 24 hours of discovery.

All areas of the licensed premises where marijuana or marijuana products are stocked or dispensed for sale and storage/inventory
areas will be designated as restricted access areas and under 24/7 video surveillance. Access to restricted access areas will be
granted only to specific personnel. These secured, surveilled areas will have video backup for all video footage and will be stored for
at least forty (40) days. When the business opens, all products will be displayed in specific areas that are unreachable to customers.
Cameras will be visible and provide a full view of the room, including the entryway, point of sale counter, and marijuana storage
areas. Security monitors and video recording equipment will be located in the facility office. Mandatory inventory counts will be taken
weekly and stored as official business records.

Additionally, employees and management will exercise strict diligence and compliance with
the sale limits embodied in 3 AAC 306.355.

Any edibles requiring refrigeration will be stored in a refrigerator behind the point-of-sale
counter in the restricted access area. Employees will ensure that each marijuana product is in
fully opaque and child-resistant packaging before a customer exits the store.
