		Text29: On 05/20/2025 AMCO Investigators Linger and Hamilton visited your establishment, The Herbal Cache, LLC, License #19277. While talking to employee, Philip Hawkins, an unidentified woman, later identified by Hawkins, entered the front door, walked to the roped off section of the counter and removed it so she could walk behind the counter and enter the back room where product is stored. No ID was requested by Hawkins or shown by the woman. The woman then exited through the back door. Investigators looked at Hawkins handler permit and said they would need to see hers as well. Hawkins stated she did not work for the business, but instead worked for the laundrymat next door. Hawkins stated she was dropping off a key and does this several times a week, but usually comes to the back door. Investigator Hamilton requested to see the visitor log and did not see her name on it. Hawkins reviewed the visitor log and confirmed she was not signed in, and stated she never signs in when entering the restricted access area. Your attention is brought to 3 AAC 306.710. Restricted access areas.



3 AAC 306.710. Restricted access areas

(a) A marijuana establishment shall restrict access to any part of the licensed premises 

where marijuana or a marijuana product is grown, processed, tested, stored, or stocked.

(b) Except as provided in 3 AAC 306.325 for a retail marijuana store, each entrance to a 

restricted access area must be marked by a sign that says "Restricted access area. Visitors must be 

escorted." A marijuana establishment shall limit the number of visitors to not more than five 

visitors for each licensee, employee, or agent of the licensee who is actively engaged in 

supervising those visitors.

(c) In a restricted access area, a licensee, employee, or agent of the marijuana establishment 

shall have on display, either on the person or in a readily accessible location on the licensed 

premises, a current identification badge bearing the person's photograph. A person under 21 years 

of age may not enter a restricted access area. Any visitor to the restricted access area must

(1) show identification as required in 3 AAC 306.350 to prove that person is 21 

years of age or older;

(2) obtain a visitor identification badge before entering the restricted access area; and

(3) be escorted at all times by a licensee, employee, or agent of the marijuana 

establishment.

		Text29: On 05/28/2025 AMCO Investigator Linger condicted an inspection of your cultivation facility, The Hash Frontier Gardens, License #28104, located at 3662 S Hillrise Circle,Wasilla, AK 99654. Licensee, Joseph Giliam, was present for the inspection. During the inspection it was discovered that no plants in the facitlity were tagged with the required METRC tags. 

Flower Room - Metrc showed a total of 134 plants in the flower room. There were only 56 plants physically present, which had no plant tags. Giliam stated they had harvested the room approximately 7-10 days prior to the inspection. The harvest was not updated in METRC. When asked about tagging plants, Gilliam stated they have not tagged any plants in their cultivation for about two months. The next room was the Veg Room. There were no plant tags on any plants or batch tags to identify plant batches. Plant batches had 35 plants that were well over 18 inches tall, and an additional 73 individual plants that hadn't been tagged for 108 total plants requiring METRC tags. When asked to see his Marijuana Handler Permit, Giliam could not locate it. He called his wife who was at their retail store in Anchorage. Giliam's wife had his handler permit in the store and showed it to me on a facetime call. His handler permit is valid. Giliam was honest when answering questions, but had multiple excuses for the causes of the violations. This is a total of 484 violations of 3AAC 306.410, and 3AAC 306.435(a); 242 each respectively, and 1 violation of 3AAC 306.425.

This is in violation of:
3 AAC 306.410. Limited marijuana cultivation facility: privileges and prohibited acts.
A licensed limited marijuana cultivation facility
(1) has the privileges set out in 3 AAC 305.405(a) and (b), except that it must have 
fewer than 500 square feet under cultivation; and
