In accordance with 3 AAC.306.715, we will have security alarms on all exterior doors and there will
be a motion detector in the area that will detect if there is any breach of the exterior windows. The
licensee and/or manager will immediately be alerted upon unauthorized breach of the security
system. The licensee and/or manager will assess the breach of security and take the necessary
steps to initiate any legal action, insurance claim, and/or repairs that may be needed. The licensee
and/or manager will also notify the Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic
Development, Alcohol and Marijuana Control office as soon as reasonably practical and in any case,
not more than 24 hours after any unauthorized access to the premises or the establishment's
knowledge of evidence or circumstances that reasonably indicate theft, diversion, or unexplained
disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, or money from the licensed premises.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

All entrances and exits will be monitored by video cameras 24 hours a day, 7 days a week to prevent
any diversion of marijuana. The video recordings will be preserved for 40 days as per 3 AAC
306.720. All marijuana will be kept within the restricted access area where only the owner,
employees, law enforcement agents from state or local government are allowed to enter. The
marijuana will be tracked in Metrc and if there is any discrepency, AMCO will be contacted
immediately.

A "No Loitering" sign will be placed at the entry of the premises. No one will be allowed to loiter
around or within the premises. Anyone caught loitering will be asked to leave the premises and if
they do not leave, the licensed agent will contact local authorities and trespass the individual.

Alaska Department of Administration
Commissioner Paula Vrana told state law-
makers in January that a long-delayed sal-
ary study examining the competitiveness
of state employee compensation would be
released at the end of March.

March came and went, and the salary
study — originally due by the end of June
— still hasn't been released.

The administration of Gov. Mike Dun-
leavy “intends to release the report as
soon as it is finalized. The Department
expects the final report will be released in
the near future,” Department of Adminis-
tration spokesperson Forrest Wolfe said
earlier this week, without giving any spe-
cifics on the expected timeline or the rea-
son for the new delay.

The salary study — which is expected
to cost the state roughly $1 million — is
now at the center of a lawsuit filed by the
Alaska State Employees Association, a
union representing roughly 8,400 of the
state’s 14,500 employees. The union is ask-
ing the state to release not only the final
report from Segal, the contractor hired to
conduct the study, but also earlier drafts
of the report that the union alleges may be
illegally suppressed by the administration.

The union requested that Anchorage
Superior Court Judge Ian Wheeles grant
expedited consideration of a motion for
preliminary injunction. The union is cur-
rently negotiating a three-year contract
with the state and says that without in-
formation included in the salary study, its
members’ compensation cannot be deter-
mined accurately.

Wheeles granted the motion for expe-
dited consideration in February and held a
hearing on March 5, but he has yet to rule
on the union’s motion for preliminary in-
junction.

“It’s unusual that a judge would grant
expedited consideration of a case and wait
to issue a decision for a month. So we ex-
pected a decision much sooner than this,”
said Heidi Drygas, executive director of
the union.

Unless lawmakers or the governor call
a special session, the Legislature will con-
clude its work for the year in mid-May. The
union must submit its contract terms to
the Legislature before the leglslauve ses-
sion ends for salary changes to be incorpo-
rated in the state budget and go into effect
in the new fiscal year, which begins in July.

“The purpose of the salary study was
to inform the state, the Legislature, em-
ployees about whether their salaries are
competitive in this market,” said Drygas.
“The impact is obvious: We are still at the
bargaining table and more information is
always better.”

If the findings of the salary study are
not incorporated into ASEA's contract ne-
gotiations for its three-year contract, “it
would almost be a waste of resources,”
said Drygas. “By the time you negotiate
the next contract, the information (in the
study) is stale.”

ASEA’s contract negotiations also come
as the Legislature contends with a strained
budget plan and a massive projected defi-
cit. Adjusting Alaska state salaries to keep
up with inflation and compete with other
employers’ compensation could come with
aprice tag in the tens of millions.

A resolution introduced earlier this
week by the House State Affairs Commit-
tee seeks to urge the Dunleavy adminis-
tration to release the study.

The resolution, which has yet to be
scheduled for a hearing, points to the
state’s “recruitment and crisis for public

Freak sell-off of ‘safe haven’ US bonds raises
fear that confidence in America is fading

NEW YORK — The upheaval in stocks
has been grabbing all the headlines, but
there is a bigger problem looming in an-
other corner of the financial markets
that rarely gets headlines: Investors are
dumping U.S. government bonds.

Normally, investors rush into Trea-
surys at a whiff of economic chaos but
now they are selling them as not even the
lure of higher interest payments on the
bonds is getting them to buy. The freak
development has experts worried that
big banks, funds and traders are losing
faith in America as a stable, predictable,
good place to store their money.

“The fear is the U.S. is losing its stand-
ing as the safe haven,” said George Cipol-
loni, a fund manager at Penn Mutual As-
set Management. “Our bond market is
the biggest and most stable in the world,
but when you add instability, bad things
can happen.”

That could be bad news for taxpayers
paying interest on the ballooning U.S.
debt, consumers taking out mortgages
or car loans — and for President Donald
Trump, who had hoped his tariff pause
earlier this week would restore confi-
dence in the markets.

What's happening?

A week ago, the yield on the 10-year
Treasury was 4.01%. On Friday, the yield
shot as high as 4.58% before sliding back
to around 4.50%. That's a major swing for
the bond market, which measures moves
by the hundredths of a percentage point.

Among the possible knock-on effects
is a big hit to ordinary Americans in the
form of higher interest rates on mortgag-
es and car financing and other loans.

“As yields move higher, you'll see your
borrowing rates move higher, too,” said
Brian Rehling, head of fixed income strat-
egy at Wells Fargo Investment Institute.
“And every corporation uses these fund-
ing markets. If they get more expensive,
they’re going to have to pass along those
costs customers or cut costs by cutting
jobs.”

Treasury bonds are essentially I0Us
from the U.S. government, and they're
how Washington pays its bills despite col-
lecting less in revenue than it spends.

To be sure, no one can say exactly
‘what mix of factors is behind the develop-
ing bond bust or how long it will last, but
it's rattling Wall Street nonetheless.

Bonds are supposed to move in the
opposite direction as stocks, rising when
stocks are falling. In this way, they act
like shock absorbers to 401(k)s and oth-
er portfolios in stock market meltdowns,
‘compensating somewhat for the losses.

“This is Econ 101,” said Jack McIn-
tyre, portfolio manager for Brandywine
Global, adding about the bond sell-off
now, “It’s left people scratching their
heads.”

The latest trigger for bond yields to
g0 up was Friday’s worse-than-expected
reading on sentiment among U.S. con-
sumers, including expectations for much
higher inflation ahead. But the unusual
bond yield splke this week also reflects
deeper worries as Trump’s tariffs threats
and erratic policy moves have made
America seem hostile and unstable —
fears that are not likely to go away even
after the tariff turmoil ends.

“When the issue is a broader loss of
confidence in the United States, even a
much fuller retreat on trade might not
work” to bring yields down, wrote Sarah
Bianchi and other analysts at investment
bank Evercore ISI. “We're not sure any of
the tools remaining in Trump'’s toolkit will
be sufficient to fully staunch the bleeding.”

U.S. Treasury Secretary Scott Bes-
sent has said the yield spike is not unusu-
al or worrisome, pinning the blame on
professional investors who had borrowed
too much and needed to sell.

“Ithink that it is an uncomfonable but
normal deleveraging that’s going on,” he
told Fox News Thursday, adding that it
“happens every couple of years.”

Speaking to reporters on Air Force
One Friday night, Trump said “The
bond market’s going good. It had a little
moment, but I solved that problem very
quickly. I'm very good at this.”

The influence of the bond market

Trump acknowledged that the bond
market played a role in his decision
Wednesday to put a 90-day pause on ma-
ny tariffs, saymg investors “were getting
alittle queasy.”

If indeed it was the bond market, and
not stocks, that made him change course,
it wouldn't come as a surprise.

The bond market’s reaction to her tax
and budget policy was behind the ouster
of United Kingdom’s Liz Truss in 2022,
whose 49 days made her Britain’s short-
est-serving prime minister. James Car-
ville, adviser to former U.S. President

Bill Clinton, also famously said he’d like
to be reincarnated as the bond market
because of how much power it wields.

The instinctual rush into U.S. debt is
so ingrained in investors it even happens
‘when you'd least expect.

People poured money into U.S. Trea-
sury bonds during 2009 Financial Crisis,
for instance, even though U.S. was the
source of the problem, its

In turnaround,
median rental
cost in Alaska is
now down to the
national median

Alaska residential rental costs used to be
the highest in the nation.

Now the typical rent in Alaska is about
the same as the national median for the first
time on record, and 19 states have higher
rental prices, according to an analysis by
state economists.

That is a dramatic turnaround from the

ast.

In the first decades of statehood, rental
prices in Alaska were far higher than those
in any other state. In 1980, for example, Alas-
ka’s median rent was about 50% above the
national level and 18% higher than Hawaii,
which then had the second-most expensive
rental costs. Even in 2016, Alaska’s median
rent was the nation’s sixth-highest, about
the same as that in New York and Massa-
chusetts, the analysis found. In a group of
numbers, the median refers to the one in the
middle, with half higher and half lower.

The analysis is published in Alaska Eco-
nomic Trends, the monthly magazine of the
Department of Labor and Workforce Devel-
opment’s research section. It uses informa-
tion from 2023, which is the most recent data
available.

The study compares states’ gross rents,
as defined by the U.S. Census Bureau, which
include utilities.

Alaska’s median gross rent was $1,373 in
2023, the analysis said. California had the
highest median rent of $1,992 that year, fol-
lowed by Hawaii at $1,940 and the District of
Columbia at $1,904.

Rental prices have risen over the years
in all states, but the increase in Alaska over
the past decades has been slower than that
elsewhere.

That is not necessarily good news or bad
news for Alaskans, and it does not necessar-
ily mean that rents are cheap in Alaska, said
Rob Kreiger, a state labor economist and
co-author of the Trends article.

“Clearly, rents are moving up at a faster
rate in the rest of the country than they are
here. But we don’t know whether they are
more affordable here than there,” he said.
Affordability depends on how much renters
are able to spend, he said. “You could have
situations where wages are quite low and
rent is less affordable,” he said.

Alaska’s rent trends roughly track the
ebbs and flows of the state’s economy and
demographic changes and the way Alaska
conditions have compared to those in the
Lower 48 states.

But to Wall Street pros it made sense:

What's causing the sell-off?

Aside from sudden jitters about the
U.S., several other things could be trig-
gering the bond sell-off.

Some experts speculate that China,
a vast holder of U.S. government bonds,
is dumping them in retaliation. But that
seems unlikely since that would hurt the
country, too. Selling Treasurys, or essen-
tially exchanging U.S. dollars for Chi-
nese yuan, would make China’s currency
strengthen and its exports more expen-
sive.

Another explanation is that a favored
strategy of some hedge funds involving
U.S. debt and lots of borrowing — called
the basis trade — is going against them.
‘That means their lenders are asking to
get repaid and they need to raise cash.

“They are selling Treasurys and that
is pushing up yields — that’s part of it,”
said Mike Arone, chief investment strate-
gist at State Street Global Advisors. “But
the other part is that U.S. has become a
less reliable global partner.”

Wells Fargo’s Rehling said he’s wor-

ried about a hit to confidence in the US.,
too, but that it’s way too early to be sure
and that the sell-off may stop soon, any-
way.
“If Treasurys are no longer the place
to park your cash, where do you go?,” he
“Is there another bond out there
that is more liquid? I don't think so.”

Twelve years of net outmi-
gration — with more people leaving the
state than moving in — was one factor that
pushed Alaska’s rent-price ranking lower,
the analysis said. So were the job losses re-
lated to an oil price slump from 2015 to 2018.
The COVID-19 pandemic affected all states’
economies and rental prices, but Alaska had
a slower post-pandemic recovery, the re-
searchers note.

The inclusion of utilities as part of gross
rents is a factor that may have slowed the in-
crease in Alaska costs. Natural gas provided
by utilities is much cheaper than the heating
oil that Alaskans relied on in past decades,
the report notes.

The findings include information about
rental vacancy rates, which are now high-
er in Alaska than in the nation as a whole.
That is a switch in recent years; from 2005 to
about 2012, Alaska had a tighter rental mar-
ket, with vacancy rates that were lower than
the national rate, but since then Alaska’s
rates have been higher or about the same as
the national rate, according to the analysis.
That is despite home construction activity
that has been consistently lower in recent
years than in the past, Kreiger said.

Stil difficult to calculate a statewide
vacancy rate “because it varies so much
from place to place,” he said. Parts of rural
Alaska have dire housing shortages, for ex-
ample.

While the comparison to national rates is
new, the department’s research section does
regular analysis of rental costs differences
within Alaska.

The researchers, in cooperation with the
Alaska Housing Finance Corp., publish an-
nual reports on rental costs at different state
locations, based on costs each March.

The most recent report found that
among 10 regions, median rents in 2024 for
two-bedroom apartments were lowest in the
Wrangell-Petersburg area, at $1,081 a month,
and highest in the Kodiak Island Borough, at
$1,713 amonth.

It’s no secret that to see some
of the best of Alaska, you have to
get high. Up in the air, that is.

Istill recall my first flight to
Alaska, when I'had a window
seat on a Western Airlines 727.
My face was pressed against the
window once the mountains and
glaciers started coming into view.
I couldn't believe the scene over
Prince William Sound, where
the glaciers were pouring off the

sight to behold. But it’s an en-
tirely different perspective when
you're flying in a small aircraft
among giant rock formations,
glaciers and water features.

The miracle of flight offers
both amazing views and a chance
for adventure and observation
that simply would not be possible
without a fixed-wing plane or ro-
tor-wing he]lcopter.

“Rust’s Flying Service of-
fers a 30-minute flightseeing
tour around the city,” said Cole
Chambers, Rust’s marketing di-
rector. “You get a good look at the
Chugach Mountains and Cook
Inlet. But a big part of the fun is
the takeoff and landing on the
water.”

Rust’s planes are based at
Lake Hood. The cost is $175 per

erson.
One of the most popular

flightseeing trips in the area is
the flight from Talkeetna up to
Denali, including a glacier land-
ing. Both K2 Aviation and Talk-
eetna Air Taxi offer a selection of
flights. The more time you spend
in the air, the more expensive it

is.

“Our Mountain Voyager tour
with a glacier landing is a great
option to experience Denali,”
said Courtney Shaffer, general
manager at Talkeetna Air Taxi.
The cost is $386.75 per person,
with $110 for a glacier landing.

“Of course, the specific routes
are dictated by weather, but you'll
see interesting land structures
on the mountain, including the
Kahiltna Glacier, the Great Gorge
of the Ruth Glacier and the Don
Sheldon Amphitheater,” she said.
“This summer, we have seven,
10-place Turbine de Havilland
Otters (DHC-3) to explore the
mountain.”

Chambers, who also markets
K2’s flights in Talkeetna, adds
that “every seat is a window
seat. We also offer two-way head-
phones for all guests, as well as

One of the fastest-growing
sectors for flightseeing in Alaska
is helicopter flightseeing. Hover-
ing over a blue pool on a glacier
is inspiring, but touching down
at just the right spot without a
runway is the helicopter’s super-
power.

Alaska Helicopter Tours has
nine helicopters at its base at the
end of Knik River Road, 54 miles
from downtown Anchorage. It's
about a five-minute flight from
there before you're over the ice of
the Knik Glacier.

“We offer a 60-minute helicop-
ter flight with a glacler landing
for $439 per person,” said Jenn
Hanks, the company’s director of
product development. “We also
offer a 10% discount for Alaska

Glacier Lodge, which also hosts
backcountry heli-ski guests
during the season. In addition to
the skiing packages, the helicop-
ters provide support for unique
experiences that Hanks calls the
“Adventure Series.” This mcludes
ice climbing, stand-up pa
boarding, packrafting, heli-} hlkmg
and even polar plunge packages.

“Taking an impromptu plunge
into an icy pool can be tricky, es-
pecially when it’s time to get out,”
said Hanks. “Our Knik Polar Dip

ckage provides a safe way to do
that, with robes and towels.”

For most of the glacier tours,
Alaska Helicopter Tours uses
the Robinson R-44 four-place
helicopter. But for a new tour
across some challenging terrain,

Mount Spurr, Alaska Helicopter

Tours now offers a helicopter

tour of the volcano from Merrill
Field.

“For volcano viewing, we offer
ample time for photos. There’s no
landing and if the mountain is ac-
tive we don't take too long,” said
Hanks. “But this trip includes 90
minutes of flying over Anchorage
and across Cook Inlet.”

The cost for the Mount Spurr
tour is $1,500 per person.

Outbound Heli Adventures is
another company offering cus-
tom air tours with the Robinson
R-44 helicopters.

From its base near Bodenburg
Butte in Palmer, Outbound Heli
offers a tour called the “Chugach
Explorer” featuring multiple
landings in and around the Knik
River Valley.

“We can fly guests over the
Colony Glacier, over Lake George
and then land in a high alpine
meadow,” said Skye Hostetler,
the company’s marketing direc-
tor. “We match what the guest
wants and Ohen add some of our

W’nlh the multiple landings, the
Chugach Explorer costs a little
more, $564. Outbound Heli also
offers a shorter tour “for the
fect Instagram photo” starting at
$439 per person, said Hostetler.
For the helicopter tour en-
thusiast, Outbound Heli offers
alonger trip past Lake George.
The route extends over the top of
the Knik River Valley to Prince
William Sound and includes an
up-close look at the glaciers of
College Fjords. It costs more:

Katmai National Park. Both his
dad and his grandfather made
their mark as aviators around the
state. Sean’s grandfather, Ray
Petersen, was head of Wien Air
Alaska and also founded some of
the state’s earliest sportfishing
lodges around Katmai National
Park. Sean’s dad, Sonny Peters-

n, flew anglers to the lodges and
helped develop the world-famous
bear viewing phenomenon at
Brooks Falls.

Today, Petersen flies directly
from Anchorage’s Lake Hood
Seaplane Base to Brooks Falls
so day-trippers can see bears in
the wild while they're fishing for
salmon.

Petersen’s company is called
Anchorage Aero, but he uses the
trade name Fly Katmai since
that’s the only regular route he
flies during the month of July.

“Once we land at Brooks, ev-
eryone gets to go to ‘Bear School’
with the (National) Park Ser-
vice,” said Petersen.

That’s the mandatory safety
briefing for visitors in an area
where bears frequently wander
through the camp.

Petersen’s schedule allows for
guests to have about five hours
on the ground to go and visit the
viewing platforms at the falls.
The flight down and back from
Katmai includes a pass right by
another steaming volcano: Mount
Tliamna.

Alunch provided by Brooks
Lodge is included in the price,
$1,390 per person.

Rust’s Flying Service flies to
several other destinations to see
bears, starting as soon as May 15.
Destinations including Redoubt
Bay, Lake Clark National Park
and Chinitna Bay.

here are lots of other oper-
ators around the state flying to
unique destinations, offering big
adventures. Alpine Air flies from
Girdwood to nearby Twentymile
Glacier. Smokey Bay Air flies
from Homer across Cook Inlet to
see bears on the far shore.

Up at Denali National Park,
TEMSCO Helicopters offers
heli-hiking tours nearby and sev-
eral operators offer flights to the
mountain. TEMSCO also has an
extensive fleet of helicopters in
Juneau and Skagway to accom-
modate cruise ship passengers
who want to go flightseeing.

Getting up in the air is expen-
sive. But whether you're going
flightseeing, or off to see some
big animals, the memories will
stay with you for a lifetime.

Expulsion of a
Member can also occur on application by the Company or another Member, where it has
been judicially determined that the Member: has engaged in wrongful conduct that
adversely and materially affected the Company's business; has willfully or persistently
committed a material breach of this Agreement or of a duty owed to the Company or to
the other Members; or has engaged in conduct relating to the Company's business that

makes it not reasonably practicable to carry on the business with the Member.

29. The involuntary withdrawal of a Member will have no effect upon the continuance of the

Company.

Dissociation of a Member

30. In the event of either a voluntary or involuntary withdrawal of a Member, if the remaining
Members elect to purchase the interest of the withdrawing Member, the remaining
Members will serve written notice of such election, including the purchase price and
method and schedule of payment for the withdrawing Member's Interests, upon the
withdrawing Member, their executor, administrator, trustee, committee or analogous
fiduciary within a reasonable period after acquiring knowledge of the change in
circumstance to the affected Member. The purchase amount of any buyout of a Member's
Interests will be determined as set out in the Valuation of Interest section of this

Agreement.

31. Valuation and Distribution will be determined as described in the Valuation of Interest

section of this Agreement.
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32. The remaining Members retain the right to seek damages from a dissociated Member where
the dissociation resulted from a malicious or criminal act by the dissociated Member or
where the dissociated Member had breached their fiduciary duty to the Company or was
in breach of this Agreement or had acted in a way that could reasonably be foreseen to

bring harm or damage to the Company or to the reputation of the Company.

33. A dissociated Member will only have liability for Company obligations that were incurred
during their time as a Member. On dissociation of a Member, the Company will prepare,
file, serve, and publish all notices required by law to protect the dissociated Member

from liability for future Company obligations.

34. Where the remaining Members have purchased the interest of a dissociated Member, the
purchase amount will be paid in full, but without interest, within 90 days of the date of
withdrawal. The Company will retain exclusive rights to use of the trade name and firm

name and all related brand and model names of the Company.

Right of First Purchase

35. In the event that a Member's Interests in the Company is or will be sold, due to any reason,

the remaining Members will have a right of first purchase of that Member's Interests. The
value of that interest in the Company will be the lower of the value set out in the
Valuation of Interest section of this Agreement and any third party offer that the Member

wishes to accept.

Assignment of Interest

36. In the event that a Member’s Interests in the company is transferred or assigned as the result
of a court order or Operation of Law, the trustee in bankruptcy or other person acquiring
that Member's Interests in the Company will only acquire that Member's economic rights
and interests and will not acquire any other rights of that Member or be admitted as a
Member of the Company or have the right to exercise any management or voting

interests.

Valuation of Interest

37. In the event of a dissociation or the dissolution of the Company, each Member will have an

equal financial interest in the Company.

38. In the absence of a written agreement setting a value, the value of the Company will be based
on the fair market value appraisal of all Company assets (less liabilities) determined in

accordance with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). This appraisal will be
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conducted by an independent accounting firm agreed to by all Members. An appraiser
will be appointed within a reasonable period of the date of withdrawal or dissolution. The
results of the appraisal will be binding on all Members. The intent of this section is to

ensure the survival of the Company despite the withdrawal of any individual Member.

39. No allowance will be made for goodwill, trade name, patents or other intangible assets,
except where those assets have been reflected on the Company books immediately prior

to valuation.

Dissolution
40. The Company may be dissolved by a unanimous vote of the Members. The Company will

also be dissolved on the occurrence of events specified in the Act.

41. Upon Dissolution of the Company and liquidation of Company property, and after payment
of all selling costs and expenses, the liquidator will distribute the Company assets to the

following groups according to the following order of priority:

a. in satisfaction of liabilities to creditors except Company obligations to current

Members;
b. in satisfaction of Company debt obligations to current Members; and then

c. to the Members based on Member financial interest, as set out in the Valuation of

Interest section of this Agreement.

Records
42. The Company will at all times maintain accurate records of the following:

a. Information regarding the status of the business and the financial condition of the

Company.

b. A copy of the Company federal, state, and local income taxes for each year, promptly

after becoming available.

c. Name and last known business, residential, or mailing address of each Member, as

well as the date that person became a Member.
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d. A copy of this Agreement and any articles or certificate of formation, as well as all
amendments, together with any executed copies of any written powers of attorney
pursuant to which this Agreement, articles or certificate, and any amendments have
been executed.

e. The cash, property, and services contributed to the Company by each Member, along
with a description and value, and any contributions that have been agreed to be
made in the future.

43. Each Member has the right to demand, within a reasonable period of time, a copy of any of
the above documents for any purpose reasonably related to their interest as a Member of

the Company, at their expense.

Books of Account

44. Accurate and complete books of account of the transactions of the Company will be kept in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) and at all reasonable
times will be available and open to inspection and examination by any Member. The
books and records of the Company will reflect all the Company’s transactions and will be
appropriate and adequate for the business conducted by the Company.

Banking and Company Funds

45. The funds of the Company will be placed in such investments and banking accounts as will
be designated by the Members. All withdrawals from these accounts will be made by the
duly authorized agent or agents of the Company as appointed by unanimous consent of
the Members. Company funds will be held in the name of the Company and will not be
commingled with those of any other person or entity.

Audit
46. Any of the Members will have the right to request an audit of the Company books. The cost
of the audit will be borne by the Company. The audit will be performed by an accounting
firm acceptable to all the Members. Not more than one (1) audit will be required by any

or all of the Members for any fiscal year.

Tax Treatment

47. This Company is intended to be treated as a partnership, for the purposes of Federal and State
Income Tax.

Tax Elections
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48. The Company will elect out of the application of Chapter 63 Subchapter C of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, in each taxable year in which it is eligible to do so in accordance
with Section 6221(b), by making that election in a timely filed return for such taxable

year disclosing the name and taxpayer identification number of each Member.

Annual Report

49. As soon as practicable after the close of each fiscal year, the Company will furnish to each
Member an annual report showing a full and complete account of the condition of the
Company including all information as will be necessary for the preparation of each

Member's income or other tax returns. This report will consist of at least:

a. A copy of the Company's federal income tax returns for that fiscal year.

Goodwill
50. The goodwill of the Company will be assessed at an amount to be determined by appraisal

using generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP).

Governing Law
51. The Members submit to the jurisdiction of the courts of the State of Alaska for the

enforcement of this Agreement or any arbitration award or decision arising from this

Agreement.

Force Majeure

52. A Member will be free of liability to the Company where the Member is prevented from
executing their obligations under this Agreement in whole or in part due to force majeure,
such as earthquake, typhoon, flood, fire, and war or any other unforeseen and
uncontrollable event where the Member has communicated the circumstance of the event
to any and all other Members and where the Member has taken any and all appropriate
action to satisfy his duties and obligations to the Company and to mitigate the effects of

the event.

Forbidden Acts

53. No Member may do any act in contravention of this Agreement.

54. No Member may permit, intentionally or unintentionally, the assignment of express, implied

or apparent authority to a third party that is not a Member of the Company.
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55. No Member may do any act that would make it impossible to carry on the ordinary business

of the Company.

56. No Member will have the right or authority to bind or obligate the Company to any extent

with regard to any matter outside the intended purpose of the Company.

57. No Member may confess a judgment against the Company.

58. Any violation of the above forbidden acts will be deemed an Involuntary Withdrawal and

may be treated accordingly by the remaining Members.

Indemnification

59. All Members will be indemnified and held harmless by the Company from and against any
and all claims of any nature, whatsoever, arising out of a Member's participation in
Company affairs. A Member will not be entitled to indemnification under this section for
liability arising out of gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Member or the

breach by the Member of any provisions of this Agreement.

Liability
60. A Member or any employee will not be liable to the Company or to any other Member for
any mistake or error in judgment or for any act or omission believed in good faith to be
within the scope of authority conferred or implied by this Agreement or the Company.
The Member or employee will be liable only for any and all acts and omissions involving

intentional wrongdoing.

Liability Insurance

61. The Company may acquire insurance on behalf of any Member, employee, agent or other
person engaged in the business interest of the Company against any liability asserted

against them or incurred by them while acting in good faith on behalf of the Company.

Life Insurance

62. The Company will have the right to acquire life insurance on the lives of any or all of the
Members, whenever it is deemed necessary by the Company. Each Member will

cooperate fully with the Company in obtaining any such policies of life insurance.

Actions Requiring Unanimous Consent

63. The following actions will require the unanimous consent of all Members:
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a. Endangering the ownership or possession of Company property including selling,
transferring or loaning any Company property or using any Company property as

collateral for a loan.

Amendment of this Agreement

64. No amendment or modification of this Agreement will be valid or effective unless in writing

and signed by all Members.

Title to Company Property

65. Title to all Company property will remain in the name of the Company. No Member or group

of Members will have any ownership interest in Company property in whole or in part.

Miscellaneous

66. Time is of the essence in this Agreement.

67. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts.

68. Headings are inserted for the convenience of the Members only and are not to be considered
when interpreting this Agreement. Words in the singular mean and include the plural and
vice versa. Words in the masculine gender include the feminine gender and vice versa.
Words in a neutral gender include the masculine gender and the feminine gender and vice

versa.

69. If any term, covenant, condition or provision of this Agreement is held by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid, void or unenforceable, it is the Members' intent that
such provision be reduced in scope by the court only to the extent deemed necessary by
that court to render the provision reasonable and enforceable and the remainder of the
provisions of this Agreement will in no way be affected, impaired or invalidated as a

result.

70. This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the Members. All negotiations and
understandings have been included in this Agreement. Statements or representations that
may have been made by any Member during the negotiation stages of this Agreement,
may in some way be inconsistent with this final written Agreement. All such statements
have no force or effect in respect to this Agreement. Only the written terms of this

Agreement will bind the Members.
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71. This Agreement and the terms and conditions contained in this Agreement apply to and are
binding upon each Member's successors, assigns, executors, administrators, beneficiaries,

and representatives.

72. Any notices or delivery required here will be deemed completed when hand-delivered,
delivered by agent, or seven (7) days after being placed in the post, postage prepaid, to
the Members at the addresses contained in this Agreement or as the Members may later

designate in writing.

73. All of the rights, remedies and benefits provided by this Agreement will be cumulative and

will not be exclusive of any other such rights, remedies and benefits allowed by law.

Definitions

74. For the purpose of this Agreement, the following terms are defined as follows:

a. "Additional Contribution" means Capital Contributions, other than Initial

Contributions, made by Members to the Company.

b. "Capital Contributions" means the total amount of cash, property, or services

contributed to the Company by any one Member.
c. "Distribution" means a payment of Company profits to the Members.

d. "Initial Contributions" means the initial Capital Contributions made by any Member

to acquire an interest in the Company.

e. "Member's Interests" means the Member's collective rights, including but not limited
to, the Member's right to share in profits, Member's right to a share of Company
assets on dissolution of the Company, Member's voting rights, and Member's rights

to participate in the management of the Company.

f. "Net Profits or Losses" means the net profits or losses of the Company as determined

by generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP).

g. "Operation of Law" means rights or duties that are cast upon a party by the law,
without any act or agreement on the part of the individual, including, but not

limited to, an assignment for the benefit of creditors, a divorce, or a bankruptcy.
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h. "Principal Office" means the office whether inside or outside the State of Alaska

where the executive or management of the Company maintain their primary office.

i.  "Voting Members" means the Members who belong to a membership class that has
voting power. Where there is only one class of Members, then those Members

constitute the Voting Members.

The Lessor and Lessee hereby agree as follows:

DESCRIPTION OF LEASED PREMISES. The Lessor agrees to lease to the Lessee the
following described 2400 square feet (SF) of warehouse space located at 8860 Arlon Street,
Anchorage, Alaska, 99507.

Hereinafter referred to as the “Premises”.

USE OF LEASED PREMISES. The Lessor is leasing the Premises to the Lessee and the
Lessee is hereby agreeing to lease the Premises for any legal use allowed in accordance with
local, State, and Federal laws.

The Lessee shall be charged a late fee in the amount of $50 daily until the rent is fully satisfied,
including any late payment fees, if the rent is not paid after the 1st day payment is due.

OPTION TO RENEW. The Lessee shall not have the right to renew this Lease Agreement.

RENEWAL PERIODS





The first (1st) renewal period shall begin on and end on with the Rent to be paid per month .

EXPENSES. In accordance with a Gross Lease the responsibility of the expenses shall be
attributed to the following:

It is the intention of the Parties, and they hereby agree, that the above mentioned Rent is the
entirety of the payment due per month and expenses payable by Lessee to Lessor and Lessee is
not obligated to pay any additional expenses including real estate taxes, insurance (other than on
the Lessee’s personal property) liens, charges or expenses of any nature whatsoever in
connection with the ownership and operation of the Premises. The Lessor shall be obligated to
maintain the general exterior structure of the Premises and, in addition, shall maintain all major
systems such as the heating, plumbing and electrical, and shall maintain the parking area and
shall also provide snow removal and ground maintenance of the grounds and lands surrounding
the Premises, except as hereinafter set forth. The Lessee will maintain, at their expense, casualty
insurance insuring the leased Premises against loss by fire and negligence. The Lessee shall not
have to provide or maintain personal liability or property damage insurance as a lessee.

UTILITIES. The Lessee shall be responsible for any and all utilities to the Premises in relation
to the total property area.

SECURITY DEPOSIT. A security deposit shall not be required in advance upon the signing of
this Lease.

FURNISHINGS. The Lessor will not provide any furnishings to the Lessee under this Lease.

PARKING. Parking shall be provided to the Lessee in a dedicated manner provided on the
Premises. There shall be a total number of 2 parking spaces provided to the Lessee.

There shall be no fee charged to the Lessee for the use of the Parking Space(s).





LEASEHOLD IMPROVEMENTS. The Lessee agrees that no leasehold improvements,
alterations or changes of any nature, (except for those listed on any attached addenda) shall be
made to the leasehold Premises or the exterior of the building without first obtaining the consent
of the Lessor in writing, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, and thereafter, any
and all leasehold improvements made to the Premises which become affixed or attached to the
leasehold Premises shall remain the property of the Lessor at the expiration or termination of this
Lease Agreement. Furthermore, any leasehold improvements shall be made only in accordance
with applicable federal, state or local codes, ordinances or regulations, having due regard for the
type of construction of the building housing the subject leasehold Premises. If the Lessee makes
any improvements to the Premises the Lessee shall be responsible for payment.

Nothing in the Lease shall be construed to authorize the Lessee or any other person acting for the
Lessee to encumber the rents of the Premises or the interest of the Lessee in the Premises or any
person under and through whom the Lessee has acquired its interest in the Premises with a
mechanic’s lien or any other type of encumbrance. Under no circumstance shall the Lessee be
construed to be the agent, employee or representative of Lessor. In the event a lien is placed
against the Premises, through actions of the Lessee, Lessee will promptly pay the same or bond
against the same and take steps immediately to have such lien removed. If the Lessee fails to
have the Lien removed, the Lessor shall take steps to remove the lien and the Lessee shall pay
Lessor for all expenses related to the Lien and removal thereof and shall be in default of this
Lease.

LICENSES AND PERMITS. A copy of any and all local, state or federal permits acquired by
the Lessee which are required for the use of the Premises shall be kept on-site at all times and
shall be readily accessible and produced to the Lessor and/or their agents or any local, state, or
federal officials upon demand.

MAINTENANCE. The Lessee shall be responsible for all repairs and maintenance on the
Premises due to normal wear and tear on the Premises. Particularly items which need immediate
attention including but not limited to, the replacement of light bulbs, normal repair and cleaning
of windows, cleaning of bathrooms, clearing of toilets, etc. The Lessee shall properly maintain
the premises in a good, safe and clean condition and shall properly and promptly remove all
rubbish and hazardous wastes and see that the same are properly disposed of according to all
local, state or federal laws, rules regulations or ordinances.





In the event the Premises is damaged as a result of any neglect or negligence of Lessee, his
employees, agents, business invitees, or any independent contractors serving the Lessee or in any
way as a result of Lessee’s use and occupancy of the premises, then the Lessee shall be primarily
responsible for seeing that the proper claims are placed with the Lessee’s insurance company, or
the damaging party's insurance company, and shall furthermore be responsible for seeing that the
building is safeguarded with respect to said damage and that all proper notices with respect to
said damage, are made in a timely fashion, including notice to the Lessor, and the party or parties
causing said damage.

SALE OF PROPERTY. Lessee shall, in the event of the sale or assignment of Lessor's interest
in the building of which the premises form a part, or in the event of any proceedings brought for
the foreclosure of, or in the event of exercise of the power of sale under any mortgage made by
Lessor covering the premises, attorn to the purchaser and recognize such purchaser as Lessor
under this Lease.

HVAC MAINTENANCE. Lessor will provide or engage a reputable and experienced firm for
the purpose of periodically inspecting and maintaining the heating ventilating, and air
conditioning equipment located on the Premises, hereinafter referred to as the "HVAC System."
In addition, the Lessor shall be responsible for all costs associated to the everyday upkeep and
maintenance of said HVAC System.

INSURANCE. In the event Lessee shall fail to obtain insurance required hereunder and fails to
maintain the same in force continuously during the term, Lessor may, but shall not be required
to, obtain the same and charge the Lessee for same as additional rent. Furthermore, Lessee agrees
not to keep upon the premises any articles or goods which may be prohibited by the standard
form of fire insurance policy, and in the event the insurance rates applicable to fire and extended
coverage covering the premises shall be increased by reason of any use of the premises made by
Lessee, then Lessee shall pay to Lessor, upon demand, such increase in insurance premium as
shall be caused by said use or Lessee’s proportionate share of any such increase.

SUBLET/ASSIGNMENT. The Lessee may not transfer or assign this Lease, or any right or
interest hereunder or sublet said leased premises or any part thereof.

DAMAGE TO LEASED PREMISES. In the event the building housing the leased premises
shall be destroyed or damaged as a result of any fire or other casualty which is not the result of





the intentional acts or neglect of Lessee and which precludes or adversely affects the Lessee’s
occupancy of the leased premises, then in every such cause, the rent herein set forth shall be
abated or adjusted according to the extent to which the Premises have been rendered unfit for use
and occupation by the Lessee and until the demised premises have been put in a condition at the
expense of the Lessor, at least to the extent of the value and as nearly as possible to the condition
of the premises existing immediately prior to such damage. It is understood, however, in the
event of total or substantial destruction to the Premises that in no event shall the Lessor's
obligation to restore, replace or rebuild exceed an amount equal to the sum of the insurance
proceeds available for reconstruction with respect to said damage.

The Lessee shall, during the term of this Lease, and in the renewal thereof, at its sole expense,
keep the interior of the leased premises in as good a condition and repair as it is at the date of this
Lease, reasonable wear and use excepted. This obligation would include the obligation to replace
any plate glass damaged as a result of the neglect or acts of Lessee or her guests or invitees.
Furthermore, the Lessee shall not knowingly commit nor permit to be committed any act or thing
contrary to the rules and regulations prescribed from time to time by any federal, state or local
authorities and shall expressly not be allowed to keep or maintain any hazardous waste materials
or contaminates on the premises. Lessee shall also be responsible for the cost, if any, which
would be incurred to bring her contemplated operation and business activity into compliance
with any law or regulation of a federal, state or local authority.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS LAWS. Shall mean any and all federal, state, or local laws,
ordinances, rules, decrees, orders, regulations, or court decisions relating to hazardous
substances, hazardous materials, hazardous waste, toxic substances, environmental conditions
on, under, or about the Premises, the Building, or the Property, or soil and ground water
conditions, including, but not limited to, the Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation and Liability Act of 1980 (CERCLA), the Resource Conservation and Recovery
Act (RCRA), the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, any other law or legal requirement
concerning hazardous or toxic substances, and any amendments to the foregoing.

LESSEE'S DEFAULT AND POSSESSION. In the event that the Lessee shall fail to pay said
rent and expenses as set forth herein, or any part thereof, when the same are due and payable, or
shall otherwise be in default of any other terms of said Lease for a period of more than 15 days,
after receiving notice of said default, then the parties hereto expressly agree and covenant that
the Lessor may declare the Lease terminated and may immediately re-enter said premises and
take possession of the same together with any of Lessee’s personal property, equipment or
fixtures left on the premises which items may be held by the Lessor as security for the Lessee’s





eventual payment and/or satisfaction of rental defaults or other defaults of Lessee under the
Lease. It is further agreed, that if the Lessee is in default, that the Lessor shall be entitled to take
any and all action to protect its interest in the personal property and equipment, to prevent the
unauthorized removal of said property or equipment which threatened action would be deemed
to constitute irreparable harm and injury to the Lessor in violation of its security interest in said
items of personal property. Furthermore, in the event of default, the Lessor may expressly
undertake all reasonable preparations and efforts to release the Premises including, but not
limited to, the removal of all inventory, equipment or leasehold improvements of the Lessee’s, at
the Lessee’s expense, without the need to first procure an order of any court to do so, although
obligated in the interim to undertake reasonable steps and procedures to safeguard the value of
Lessee’s property, including the storage of the same, under reasonable terms and conditions at
Lessee’s expense, and, in addition, it is understood that the Lessor may sue the Lessee for any
damages or past rents due and owing and may undertake all and additional legal remedies then
available.

LESSOR'S DEFAULT. The Lessee may send written notice to the Lessor stating duties or
obligations that have not been fulfilled under the full performance of this Lease Agreement. If
said duties or obligations have not been cured within 30 days from receiving such notice, unless
the Lessor needs to more time to cure or remedy such issue in accordance with standard industry
protocol, then the Lessor shall be in default of this Lease Agreement.

If the Lessor should be in default the Lessee shall have the option to terminate this Lease
Agreement and be held harmless against any of its terms or obligations.

DISPUTES. If any dispute should arise in relation to this Lease Agreement the Lessor and
Lessee shall first negotiate amongst themselves in "good faith." Afterwards, if the dispute is not
resolved then the Lessor and Lessee shall seek mediation in accordance with the laws in the State
of Alaska. If the Lessor and Lessee fail to resolve the dispute through mediation then the
American Arbitration Association shall be used in accordance with their rules. Lessor and Lessee
agree to the binding effect of any ruling or judgment made by the American Arbitration
Association.

INDEMNIFICATION. The Lessee hereby covenants and agrees to indemnify, defend and hold
the Lessor harmless from any and all claims or liabilities which may arise from any cause
whatsoever as a result of Lessee’s use and occupancy of the premises, and further shall
indemnify the Lessor for any losses which the Lessor may suffer in connection with the Lessee’s





use and occupancy or care, custody and control of the premises. The Lessee also hereby
covenants and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Lessor from any and all claims or
liabilities which may arise from any latent defects in the subject premises that the Lessor is not
aware of at the signing of the lease or at any time during the lease term.

BANKRUPTCY - INSOLVENCY. The Lessee agrees that in the event all or a substantial
portion of the Lessee’s assets are placed in the hands of a receiver or a Trustee, and such status
continues for a period of 30 days, or should the Lessee make an assignment for the benefit of
creditors or be adjudicated bankrupt, or should the Lessee institute any proceedings under the
bankruptcy act or any amendment thereto, then such Lease or interest in and to the leased
premises shall not become an asset in any such proceedings and, in such event, and in addition to
any and all other remedies of the Lessor hereunder or by law provided, it shall be lawful for the
Lessor to declare the term hereof ended and to re-enter the leased land and take possession
thereof and all improvements thereon and to remove all persons therefrom and the Lessee shall
have no further claim thereon.

SUBORDINATION AND ATTORNMENT. Upon request of the Lessor, Lessee will
subordinate its rights hereunder to the lien of any mortgage now or hereafter in force against the
property or any portion thereof, and to all advances made or hereafter to be made upon the
security thereof, and to any ground or underlying lease of the property provided, however, that in
such case the holder of such mortgage, or the Lessor under such Lease shall agree that this Lease
shall not be divested or in any way affected by foreclosure, or other default proceedings under
said mortgage, obligation secured thereby, or Lease, so long as the Lessee shall not be in default
under the terms of this Lease. Lessee agrees that this Lease shall remain in full force and effect
notwithstanding any such default proceedings under said mortgage or obligation secured thereby.

Lessee shall, in the event of the sale or assignment of Lessor's interest in the building of which
the Premises form a part, or in the event of any proceedings brought for the foreclosure of, or in
the event of exercise of the power of sale under any mortgage made by Lessor covering the
Premises, attorn to the purchaser and recognize such purchaser as Lessor under this Lease.

USAGE BY LESSEE. Lessee shall comply with all rules, regulations and laws of any
governmental authority with respect to use and occupancy. Lessee shall not conduct or permit to
be conducted upon the premises any business or permit any act which is contrary to or in
violation of any law, rules or regulations and requirements that may be imposed by any authority
or any insurance company with which the premises is insured, nor will the Lessee allow the
premises to be used in any way which will invalidate or be in conflict with any insurance policies
applicable to the building. In no event shall explosives or extra hazardous materials be taken onto





or retained on the premises. Furthermore, Lessee shall not install or use any equipment that will
cause undue interference with the peaceable and quiet enjoyment of the premises by other
Lessees of the building.

SIGNAGE. Lessee shall not place on any exterior door, wall or window of the premises any sign
or advertising matter without Lessor’s prior written consent and the approval of the local
municipality. Thereafter, Lessee agrees to maintain such sign or advertising matter as first
approved by Lessor in good condition and repair. Furthermore, Lessee shall conform to any
uniform reasonable sign plan or policy that the Lessor may introduce with respect to the
building. Upon vacating the premises, Lessee agrees to remove all signs and to repair all
damages caused or resulting from such removal.

PETS. No pets shall be allowed on the premises without the prior written permission of Lessor
unless said pet is required for reasons of disability under the Americans with Disability Act.

CONDITION OF PREMISES/INSPECTION BY LESSEE. The Lessee acknowledges they
have had the opportunity to inspect the Premises and acknowledges with its signature on this
Lease that the Premises are in good condition and comply in all respects with the requirements of
this Lease. The Lessor makes no representation or warranty with respect to the condition of the
premises or its fitness or availability for any particular use, and the Lessor shall not be liable for
any latent or patent defect therein. The Lessee represents that Lessee has inspected the premises
and is leasing and will take possession of the premises with all current fixtures present in their
“as 1s” condition as of the date hereof.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITY ACT. Per 42 U.S. Code § 12183 if the Lessee is using the
Premises as a public accommodation (e.g. restaurants, shopping centers, office buildings) or
there are more than 15 employees the Premises must provide accommodations and access to
persons with disabilities that is equal or similar to that available to the general public. Owners,
operators, lessors, and lessees of commercial properties are all responsible for ADA compliance.
If the Premises is not in compliance with the Americans with Disability Act any modifications or
construction will be the responsibility of the Lessor.

RIGHT OF ENTRY. It is agreed and understood that the Lessor and its agents shall have the
complete and unencumbered right of entry to the Premises at any time or times for purposes of
inspecting or showing the Premises and for the purpose of making any necessary repairs to the





building or equipment as may be required of the Lessor under the terms of this Lease or as may
be deemed necessary with respect to the inspection, maintenance or repair of the building. In
accordance with State and local laws, the Lessor shall have the right to enter the Premises
without the consent of the Lessee in the event of an emergency.

ESTOPPEL CERTIFICATE. Lessee at any time and from time to time, upon at least ten (10)
days prior notice by Lessor, shall execute, acknowledge and deliver to Lessor, and/or to any
other person, firm or corporation specified by Lessor, a statement certifying that the Lease is
unmodified and in full force and effect, or if the Lease has been modified, then that the same is in
full force and effect except as modified and stating the modifications, stating the dates to which
the fixed rent and additional rent have been paid, and stating whether or not there exists any
default by Lessor under this Lease and, if so, specifying each such default.

HOLDOVER PERIOD. Should the Lessee remain in possession of the Premises after the
cancellation, expiration or sooner termination of the Lease, or any renewal thereof, without the
execution of a new Lease or addendum, such holding over in the absence of a written agreement
to the contrary shall be deemed to have created and be construed to be a tenancy from month to
month with the Rent to be due and payable in the same amount as the previous month,
terminable upon 30 days' notice by either party.

WAIVER. Waiver by Lessor of a default under this Lease shall not constitute a waiver of a
subsequent default of any nature.

GOVERNING LAW. This Lease shall be governed by the laws of the State of Alaska.
