The Grow Lab will refuse entrance to any person who does not produce a form of valid photo identification showing that person is
twenty-one (21) years of age or older. A valid form of identification includes: (1) an unexpired, unaltered passport; (2) an
unexpired, unaltered driver's license, instruction permit, or identification card of any state or territory of the United States, the
District of Columbia, or a province of Canada; and (3) an identification card issued by a federal or state agency authorized to
issue a driver's license or identification card. At no time will a person under the age of twenty-one (21) be permitted to remain on
the premises. If at any time an employee suspects that a person is a minor, the employee will refuse access and have the
individual escorted off the premises. A designated employee will request from all customers for government-issued, photo
identification and will thoroughly examine the ID before allowing entrance into the Facility. In addition to passing the Marijuana
Handler's Card course, employees in this position will be trained to spot the inconsistencies of forged identifications, and they will
be given an ID guide to help them recognize IDs from other states and countries. Signage will be posted at the main entry door
stating, "No one under 21 years of age allowed"

Section 3 - Security
Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

The Grow Lab Limited Marijuana Cultivation Facility will be equipped with a 24-hour monitoring alarm system, panic
buttons, exterior motion-detecting lights, and continuous video surveillance. The facility includes two (2) entrances, two
(2) exits, and one (1) garage door. Entrances to restricted access areas will feature prominent signage indicating that
access is restricted and that the public must be escorted.

Al facility doors will remain closed and locked at all times, with restricted access area signage clearly posted. Access to
the facility will be limited exclusively to employees and the owner.

Security cameras will be installed throughout the Cultivation Facility to provide 24-hour monitoring. At a minimum,
surveillance will cover all entrances and exits, restricted access areas, all areas within the office, and the exterior of the
building to observe and record all activity surrounding the premises.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

To access restricted areas, visitors must be pre-scheduled by either Danny or a manager, except for AMCO personnel or duly
authorized law enforcement agents. Each visitor is required to sign info the visitor log, recording their name, date, time of entry and
exit from the restricted area, and the purpose of their visit. Valid, government-issued photo identification must be provided at sign-in.

Al visitors—excluding law enforcement, AMCO Enforcement, or other authorized agents—will be issued a visitor badge, which must
be visibly worn at all imes while on the licensed premises and returned upon exit. At that time, Danny or a designated employee will
brief the visitor on company policies regarding hygiene, safety, regulatory compliance, and other relevant information necessary for
their time in the restricted access areas of the Cultivation facility.

A designated employee or Danny will escort and actively supervise the visitor(s) throughout the entire visit. No more than five (5)
visitors will be allowed per supervising employee or Danny at any given time.

3.5. An alarm system is required for all license types that must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed
premises is closed for business. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises, explain how it will meet all
regulatory requirements, and outline your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or
agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach:

The Grow Lab will be equipped with a security alarm system covering all entry and exit points. All windows will be
sealed and covered to deter and prevent unauthorized access to the licensed facility. The security system will be
continuously monitored through multiple sources. Danny will contract with a third-party security company that will have
real-time access to monitor the surveillance cameras. Additionally, Danny will have remote access to the monitoring
system via his cellular device.

Tundra Farms will implement motion-activated video surveillance throughout the entire facility, with the exception of the
restroom. The surveillance system will provide high-quality, high-resolution video recordings. To ensure continued
functionality during a power outage, the system will be supported by uninterruptible power supplies capable of powering
the cameras for up to one hour.

If the alarm system is triggered, it will automatically send an electronic alert to the security monitoring center, Danny's
cell phone, and/or the general manager. An audible alarm will also sound to deter intruders. The alarm system will
remain active whenever the facility is closed. Each night, the last person to leave—either Danny or an employee—will
activate the system, and the first to arrive in the morning will deactivate it.

In the event that the system sends an alert to local law enforcement for an unauthorized breach, the management team
will evacuate the building to a designated safe location, if it is safe and necessary to do so. A designated employee will
take a headcount of all employees and any visitors on-site to ensure everyone is accounted for. Management will then
await law enforcement and follow all instructions provided.

Once it is safe to return, employees will inspect the facility for damage or theft, conduct an inventory check, and submit
all required documentation to both law enforcement and AMCO Enforcement. Any incident involving local law
enforcement on the licensed premises will be reported to AMCO and AMCO Enforcement via email immediately, or
within 24 hours if immediate reporting is not possible.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

Video surveillance at The Grow Lab will pravide continuous monitoring of storage areas, grow rooms, and packaging zenes. The system will be equipped with emergency ballery backup power capable
of oparaling for al least ane (1) hour during power outages. Employees will conduct mandatory weekly invenlory counts, and these reparls will be documented as official business records. In addition,
the management team will roulinely perform internal audils by reconciling on-hand inventory with the data recorded in METRC to ansure accuracy. The Grow Lab malntains a strict zero-tolerance policy
toward theft and/or diversion. All employees will undergo mandatory training to recognize and report such activities, The Grow Lab acknowledges lhat diversion can occur in bolh directions—either by
diverting praduct out of the legal markel or by introducing non-regulated, black-market product into the licensed system. Employees will be trained to immediately notify management if theft or diversion
is suspected. If an employee is caught stealing marijuana or introducing black-markel product into the facility, The Grow Lab will promptly notify local law enforcement and AMCO Enforcement, fully
comply with all directives, and provide all necessary doct tation for the igation. Danny and/or the general manager will iake all necessary actions to prevent illegal conduct from jeopardizing
the facility's license or legilimate operations. Following any reported theft, Danny will update the Inventory tracking system lo ensure a complete and accurate accounting of all marijuana and inventory.
Both Danny and the general manager will fully cooperate with any AMCO inquiries or investigations refaled to the incident. Documentation related to mariuana theft will be retained as a business record
for five (5) years and will be made avallable to AMCO upon request. Video recordings will be stored for forty (40) days. Cameras will provide full coverage of grow aress, enlryways, safes, money
counting areas, and product packaging zones, All security monitors and video recording equipment will be housed in the secured office. :

3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Signs stating "No Trespassing" and indicating that the premises are under video surveillance will be prominently
displayed around the facility. Designated personnel at The Grow Lab will be trained to conduct routine, unscheduled
patrols of the property to identify any individuals who do not have official business on the premises.

If someone is found trespassing, they will be issued a verbal request to leave in accordance with the facili :

Surveillance cameras will be installed around the building, accompanied by sufficient lighting to ensure clear facial imaging of
individuals within twenty (20) feet of all access points. These cameras will be regularly checked to prevent obstructions and maintain
optimal visibility. Cameras will be strategically placed to capture comprehensive coverage of all interior and exterior areas of the
facility from multiple angles.

All doors, grow rooms, packaging areas, and marijuana storage locations will have video coverage that clearly identifies individuals'
faces. Cameras mounted at the external corners of the facility will monitor and record activity on each side of the building. The
parking lot and driveway will also be under surveillance to capture vehicle identification.

A failure notification system will be implemented to provide both audible and visual alerts in the event of a malfunction in the
surveillance system, allowing for immediate corrective action. In the event of a power outage, all surveillance cameras and recording
equipment will operate on a battery backup system, ensuring continuous functionality for a minimum of one (1) hour.

Video surveillance footage will be accessible to both Danny and the general manager through their cellular phones.

All surveillance recording equipment and footage will be securely stored in the locked office, with backup copies
maintained on a cloud-based system. Access to the office will be restricted to Danny, the company’ s general manager,
and authorized AMCO agents or law enforcement personnel. The office will be secured by an advanced reinforced door
that remains locked at all times.

Danny and the general manager will have remote access to the surveillance recordings, allowing them to monitor
operations virtually. The security system will be protected by passwords to prevent any data tampering. Recorded

Any vehicle transporting marijuana or marijuana product will travel directly from the shipping marijuana
establishment to the receiving marijuana establishment, and will not make any unnecessary stops in between
except to deliver or pick up marijuana or marijuana product at any other licensed marijuana establishment.

When the marijuana establishment receives marijuana or marijuana product from another licensed marijuana
establishment, the recipient of the shipment will use the marijuana inventory tracking system to report the type,
amount, and weight of marijuana or marijuana product received.

The marijuana establishment will refuse to accept any shipment of marijuana or marijuana product that is not
accompanied by the transport manifest.

4.7. Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s irrigation and waste water systems to be used:

The Grow Lab will use a drip irrigation system with a soil-less hydroponic recirculation setup. Nutrient
solution will be mixed in a main reservoir and pumped into grow rooms through PVC plumbing,
feeding each plant via drip lines. Runoff will be collected in trays and returned to a runoff reservorr,
then recirculated back to the main reservoir. Minimal wastewater is expected. If excess wastewater
occurs, reverse osmosis (RO) filters will purify it into a separate RO reservoir (2:1 filtered-to-drain
ratio). Nutrients and pH adjustments will be made before redistributing the solution to the plants. This
closed-loop system ensures efficient water use and minimal waste.

Waste will be stored in a locked
container separate from usable marijuana, as shown on the facility diagram. It will be
rendered unusable by grinding and mixing with compostable or non-compostable materials
(e.g., oil, insulation) until the mixture is less than 50% marijuana. The unusable waste will
then be stored in a locked dumpster until pickup. Management will log all waste, including
type, disposal date, reason, date rendered unusable, and final destination.

The Grow Lab anticipates little to no water runoff. In the event of significant
wastewater, the facility will use reverse osmosis (RO) filters to collect clean water in
a RO reservoir tank (2:1 filtered water to drain ratio). This filtered water will be
transferred to smaller feeding reservoirs where nutrients are added and pH is
adjusted. From there, water will be pumped via PVC pipes to grow rooms, then
divided into smaller hoses connected to individual rockwool cubes. Plants will sit on
trays that collect runoff, which will drain into a recirculating reservoir. This reservoir
will be plumbed to both the facility’s drain and back to the feeding reservoir for

e SECURITY DEPOSIT: Tenant shall deposit with Landlord the sum of One Thousand Five

o ACCESS: Landlord and its agents may enter the Premises at all reasonable times and
upon reasonable notice to Tenant to conduct inspections, or to show the same to
prospective tenants or buyers.

Accordingly, if any installment of rent or of a sum due from Tenant shall not
be received by Landlord or Landlord's designated within three (3) days after written
notice that said amount is past due, then Tenant shall pay to Landlord a late charge
equal to One Hundred and Fifty Dollars and 00/100 Cents ($150.00 Dollars). The parties
hereby agree that such late charges represent a fair and reasonable estimate of the cost
that Landlord will incur by reason of the late payment by Tenant. Acceptance of such
late charges by the Landlord shall in no event constitute a waiver of Tenant's default
with respect to such overdue amount, nor prevent Landlord from exercising any of the
other rights and remedies granted hereunder.

e SALE OF PREMISES BY LANDLORD: In the event of any sale of the Building, Landlord
