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OPERATING AGREEMENT 


This Operating Agreement (the “Agreement”) of Dragon’s Lair LLC, an Alaska limited liability 
company, effective as of April 11, 2025, is made by and among the parties listed on the signature 
page(s) (collectively, the “Members” or individually, a “Member”). 


INTRODUCTION 


A. The Members have filed Articles of Organization (the "Articles") for Dragon’s Lair LLC (the 
“Company”), a limited liability company formed under the laws of the State of Alaska on April 
11, 2025. 


B. The Members desire to adopt and approve an operating agreement for the Company under the 
Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, Alaska Stat. § 10.50, et seq. (as amended from 
time to time, the “Act”). 


AGREEMENT 


I.ORGANIZATIONAL MATTERS. 


I.1. Name. The name of the Company shall be “Dragon’s Lair LLC”. The Company may 
conduct business under that name or any other name approved by the Members. 


I.2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be until the Company is dissolved as provided in 
this Agreement. 


I.3. Office and Agent. The Company shall continuously maintain a registered office and 
registered agent in the State of Alaska as required by the Act. The principal office of the 
Company shall be at 21468 West Kobuk Lane, Wasilla, Alaska 99623, or such location as 
the Members may determine. The registered agent shall be as stated in the Articles of 
Organization or as otherwise determined by the Members. 


I.4. Business of the Company. The purposes and character of the business of the Company 
shall be to transact any and all lawful business for which limited liability companies may 
be organized under the Act, including, but not limited to, licensed marijuana cultivation 
activities pursuant to AS 17.38 et seq. 


II.CAPITAL CONTRIBUTIONS. 


II.1. Capital Contributions. Each Member shall make a cash or other contribution to the 
Company’s capital in the amounts and/or values shown opposite the Member’s name on 
Exhibit A. to this Agreement. No Member shall be required to make any additional 
capital contributions to the Company. Additional contributions to the Company’s capital 
shall be made only with the unanimous consent of the Members. Except as provided in 
this Agreement, no Member may withdraw his or her capital contribution. 


II.2. Capital Accounts. The Company shall maintain for each Member a separate Capital 
Account in accordance with Treasury Regulations section 1.704-1(b). Upon a valid 
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transfer of a Member's interest in the Company (“Membership Interest”) in accordance 
with Article VI, such Member’s Capital Account shall carry over to the new owner. 


II.3. No Interest. No Member shall be entitled to interest on its Capital Account. 


III.MEMBERS. 


III.1. Admission of Additional Members. Additional Members may be admitted upon the 
consent of all Members. Additional Members will participate in the Company’s 
management, Net Profits, Net Losses, and distributions on such terms as the Members 
determine. The Members shall amend Exhibit A on the admission of an additional 
Member to set forth such Member’s name and capital contribution. “Net Profits” and 
“Net Losses” shall mean the income, gain, loss, deductions, and credits of the Company 
in the aggregate or separately stated, as appropriate, determined in accordance with the 
method of accounting at the close of each fiscal year employed on the Company’s 
information tax return filed for federal income tax purposes. 


III.2. Withdrawals or Resignations. No Member may withdraw, retire, or resign from the 
Company except as provided for in this Agreement. 


III.3. Payments to Members. No Member or person or entity controlled by, controlling or 
under common control with the Member (each such person or entity is defined as an 
“Affiliate”), is entitled to remuneration for services rendered or goods provided to the 
Company unless approved by the Members in writing. However, the Company shall 
reimburse the Members and their Affiliates for organizational expenses (including, 
without limitation, legal and accounting fees and costs) incurred to form the Company, 
prepare the Articles and this Agreement and, as approved by the Members, for the actual 
cost of goods and materials used by the Company. 


IV.MANAGEMENT. 


IV.1. Management and Powers. 


(a) The Members shall have the sole and exclusive control of the management, 
business and affairs of the Company, and the Members shall make all decisions and 
take all actions for and on behalf of the Company. 


(b) Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, the affirmative vote or consent of a 
majority of the Members will be considered the vote or consent of the Company. 


IV.2. Member Meetings. 


(a) A meeting of the Members may be called by any Member. 


(b) Meetings of the Members may be held in person or by means of conference 
telephone or similar communications equipment by which all Members 
participating in the meeting can hear each other. Another suitable electronic 
communications system may be used including video-conferencing technology or 
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the Internet, but only if each Member entitled to participate in the meeting consents 
to the meeting being held by means of that system and the system provides access 
to the meeting in a manner or using a method by which each person participating in 
the meeting can communicate concurrently with each other participant. 
Participation in such meeting shall constitute attendance and presence in Member at 
such meeting. 


V.ALLOCATIONS OF NET PROFITS AND NET LOSSES AND DISTRIBUTIONS. 


V.1. Tax Allocations. All items of Company income, gain, loss, or deduction shall be 
allocated for federal, state, and local income tax purposes to the Members, pro rata, in 
accordance with their respective Membership Interests. 


V.2. Qualified Income Offset. If any Member unexpectedly receives an adjustment, 
allocation, or distribution that results in a deficit balance in that Member’s Capital 
Account, there shall be allocated to that Member items of Company income and gain in 
an amount and manner sufficient to eliminate such deficit balance as quickly as possible. 


V.3. Distribution of Assets by the Company. Subject to applicable law and any limitations 
contained elsewhere in this Agreement, Members holding a majority of the Membership 
Interests may elect from time to time to cause the Company to make distributions. 
Distributions shall be first to the Members in proportion to their unreturned capital 
contributions until each Member has recovered his or her capital contributions, and then 
to the Members in proportion to their Membership Interests. 


V.4. Tax Distributions. In each instance in compliance with the Act and other applicable law, 
the Company shall distribute to each Member, at least five days prior to the applicable 
due dates for estimated tax payments, an amount of cash equal to the excess, if any, of (a) 
amounts estimated by the Members, in consultation with the Company’s tax and 
accounting advisors, to represent the highest federal, state and local income tax liability 
(such liability, a “Tax Liability”) that would be incurred by a Member with respect to 
such Member’s allocable share of the Company’s taxable net income for such fiscal year, 
minus (b) the amounts previously distributed to such Member in such fiscal year pursuant 
to Section 5.3 (any such distribution, and any other distribution under this Section 5.4, a 
“Tax Distribution”). In calculating the amount of each Tax Distribution, the Company 
shall assume that each Member’s Tax Liability is equal to (i) the maximum federal, state, 
and local income tax rate (expressed as a percentage) that is applicable to any Member 
(or any direct or indirect partners or members of any Member) in respect of income 
recognized during such taxable year, taking into account the character of the income (e.g., 
ordinary or capital) recognized by the Company during such year (the “Tax Rate”) (for 
the avoidance of doubt, the Tax Rate shall be the same for all Members), multiplied by 
(ii) such Member’s allocable share of the Company’s taxable income (including any tax 
items required to be separately stated under Section 703 of the Code) for such period.  
The Tax Rate may be adjusted by the Members to account for preferential rates of income 
tax applicable to certain kinds of income for individuals, provided that the same 
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percentage shall apply to each Member.  Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, 
Tax Distributions pursuant to this Section 5.4 shall be treated as advances of any 
distributions under Section 5.2 and Section 5.3 that would otherwise be made to such 
Member, and shall reduce or offset, dollar-for-dollar, subsequent amounts otherwise 
distributable pursuant to Section 5.3.  No Tax Distributions shall be made in connection 
with the dissolution and liquidation of the Company. 


VI.TRANSFER AND ASSIGNMENT OF INTERESTS. 


VI.1. Transfer and Assignment of Interests. No Member shall be entitled to transfer, assign, 
convey, sell, encumber or in any way alienate all or any part of his or her Membership 
Interest (collectively, “transfer”) except with the prior approval of all Members, which 
approval may be given or withheld in the sole discretion of the Members. 


VI.2. Substitution of Members. A transferee of a Membership Interest shall have the right to 
become a substitute Member only if (a) Member consent is given in accordance with 
Section 6.1, (b) such person executes an instrument satisfactory to the Members 
accepting and adopting the terms and provisions of this Agreement, and (c) such person 
pays any reasonable expenses in connection with his or her admission as a new Member. 
The admission of a substitute Member shall not release the Member who assigned the 
Membership Interest from any liability that such Member may have to the Company. 


VI.3. Transfers in Violation of this Agreement and Transfers of Partial Membership 
Interests. Upon a transfer in violation of this Article VI, the transferee shall have no right 
to vote or participate in the Company’s management or to exercise any Member rights. 
Such transferee shall only be entitled to receive the share of Net Profits, Net Losses, and 
distributions of the Company’s assets to which the transferor would otherwise be entitled. 
Notwithstanding the immediately preceding sentences, if, in the determination of the 
remaining Members, a transfer in violation of this Article VI would cause the Company's 
termination under the Act, in the sole discretion of the remaining Members, the transfer 
shall be null and void. 


VII.ACCOUNTING, RECORDS, REPORTING BY MEMBERS. 


VII.1. Books and Records. The Company’s books and records shall be kept in accordance with 
the accounting methods followed for federal income tax purposes. The Company shall 
maintain at its principal office in Alaska all records required to be maintained by the 
Company pursuant to the Act. 


VII.2. Reports. The Company shall cause to be filed, in accordance with the Act, all reports and 
documents required to be filed with any governmental agency. The Company shall cause 
to be prepared at least annually information concerning the Company’s operations 
necessary for the completion of the Members’ federal and state income tax returns. The 
Company shall send or cause to be sent to each Member within ninety (90) days after the 
end of each taxable year (i) such information as is necessary to complete the Members’ 
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federal and state income tax or information returns and (ii) a copy of the Company’s 
federal, state, and local income tax or information returns for the year. 


VII.3. Bank Accounts. The Members shall maintain the Company’s funds in one or more 
separate bank accounts in the Company’s name, and shall not permit the Company’s 
funds to be commingled in any fashion with any other person’s funds. Any Member, 
acting alone, is authorized to endorse checks, drafts, and other evidences of indebtedness 
made payable to the order of the Company, but only for the purpose of deposit into the 
Company’s accounts. All checks, drafts, and other instruments obligating the Company to 
pay money in an amount of less than $5,000 may be signed by any one Member, acting 
alone. All checks, drafts, and other instruments obligating the Company to pay money in 
an amount of $5,001 or more must be signed on behalf of the Company by all Members 
acting together. 


VII.4. Tax Matters. 


(a) The Members shall designate a “Tax Representative,” who shall be the “partnership 
representative” of the Company within the meaning of Section 6223(a) of the 
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”). If any state or local tax 
law provides for a partnership representative or person having similar rights, 
powers, authority or obligations (including as a tax matters partner), the Tax 
Representative shall also serve in such capacity. The Tax Representative shall have 
all of the rights, authority and power, and shall be subject to all of the obligations, 
of a partnership representative to the extent provided in the Code and the Treasury 
Regulations, and the Partners hereby agree to be bound by any actions taken by the 
Tax Representative in such capacity; provided, that the Tax Representative shall not 
(i) settle any material tax claim or (ii) make an election under Section 6221(b) or 
6226, in each case, without the consent of Members holding a majority of the 
outstanding Membership Interests. The initial Tax Representative shall be Jacob 
Robertson. 


(b) Each Member agrees to indemnify the Company to the extent of such Member’s 
share of any imputed underpayment (or similar amount under local or state law) 
promptly upon written notice of the Company. Each Member agrees to provide 
promptly and to update as necessary at any times requested by the Tax 
Representative, all information, documents, self-certifications, tax identification 
numbers, tax forms, and verifications thereof, that the Tax Representative deems 
necessary in connection with any matter of the Company relating to taxation. Each 
Member covenants and agrees to take any action reasonably requested by the 
Company in connection with an election by the Company under Section 6221(b) or 
6226 of the Code, or an audit or a final adjustment of the Company by a taxing 
authority (including, without limitation, promptly filing amended tax returns and 
promptly paying any related taxes, including penalties and interest). The provisions 
of this Section shall survive the termination of this Agreement. 
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VIII.DISSOLUTION AND WINDING UP. 


VIII.1. Company Dissolution. The Company shall dissolve upon the occurrence of any of the 
following events: 


(a) Upon the unanimous vote of the Members; or 


(b) Upon the entry of a decree of judicial dissolution. 


VIII.2. Winding Up. If the Company is dissolved, the Members shall appoint a liquidator (the 
“Liquidator”), and the Liquidator shall cause the Company’s business to be liquidated as 
promptly as is consistent with obtaining the fair market value of the Company’s assets. 
The Company shall conduct only such activities as are necessary to wind up its affairs 
(including the sale of the assets of the Company in an orderly manner), and the assets of 
the Company shall be applied in the manner, and in the order of priority, set forth in the 
next sentence. The proceeds of the liquidation of the Company shall be distributed in the 
following order and priority: 


(a) First, to the creditors of the Company, including any Member who is a creditor, to 
the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, in satisfaction of Company liabilities 
(whether by payment or by making reasonable provision for payment thereof, 
including the setting up of any reserves which are reasonably necessary therefor); 


(b) Second, to the Members in an amount equal to any unreturned contributions; and 


(c) Third, to the Members, pro rata, in accordance with their positive Capital Account 
balances. 


VIII.3. Payment of Liabilities upon Dissolution. After determining that all of the Company’s 
known debts and liabilities have been paid or adequately provided for, the Company shall 
distribute the remaining assets to the Members in accordance with their positive capital 
account balances, after taking into account income and loss allocations for the Company's 
taxable year during which liquidation occurs. 


VIII.4. Limitations on Payments Made in Dissolution. Except as otherwise specifically 
provided in this Agreement, each Member shall (a) be entitled to look only to the 
Company’s assets for the return of his or her positive Capital Account balance, and (b) 
have no recourse for his or her Capital Contribution and/or share of Net Profits against 
any other Member. 


VIII.5. Articles of Dissolution. The Company shall file, as soon as possible after the occurrence 
of any event set forth in Section 8.1, Articles of Dissolution with the Alaska Department 
of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development which discloses the dissolution 
of the limited liability company and the commencement of winding up of its business and 
affairs. 


IX.INDEMNIFICATION. 
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IX.1. Indemnification of Agents. The Company shall indemnify any Member and may 
indemnify any person who was or is a party or is threatened to be made a party to any 
threatened, pending or completed action, suit or proceeding because he or she is or was a 
Company Member, officer, employee or other agent or that, being or having been such a 
Member, officer, employee or agent, he or she is or was serving at the Company’s request 
as a manager, director, officer, employee or other agent of another limited liability 
company, corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust or other enterprise (all such 
persons being referred to hereinafter as an “agent”), to the fullest extent permitted by 
applicable law in effect on the date hereof and to such greater extent as applicable law 
may hereafter from time to time permit. 


X.MISCELLANEOUS. 


X.1. Complete Agreement. This Agreement and the Articles constitute the complete and 
exclusive statement of agreement among the Members with respect to the subject matter 
herein and therein and replace and supersede all prior written and oral agreements among 
the Members. To the extent that any provision of the Articles conflict with any provision 
of this Agreement, the Articles shall control. 


X.2. Binding Effect. Subject to the provisions of this Agreement relating to transferability, 
this Agreement will be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the Members, and their 
respective successors and assigns. 


X.3. Interpretation. All pronouns shall be deemed to refer to the masculine, feminine, or 
neuter, singular or plural, as the context in which they are used may require. All headings 
herein are inserted only for convenience and ease of reference and are not to be 
considered in the interpretation of any provision of this Agreement. Numbered or lettered 
articles, sections and subsections herein contained refer to articles, sections and 
subsections of this Agreement unless otherwise expressly stated. In the event any claim is 
made by any Member relating to any conflict, omission or ambiguity in this Agreement, 
no presumption or burden of proof or persuasion shall be implied by virtue of the fact that 
this Agreement was prepared by or at the request of a particular Member or his or her 
counsel. 


X.4. Confidentiality.   Each Member hereby agrees and acknowledges that, by reason of their 
relationship with each other under this Agreement, they will have access to confidential 
and proprietary information of both the Company and of the other Members 
(“Confidential Information”). The Members agree to: (a) protect the Confidential 
Information by using at least the same degree of care as such Member uses to protect its 
own confidential information of similar nature to prevent any unauthorized access, use, 
dissemination, or publication of such Confidential Information, but in no event less than 
reasonable care; (b) not use the Confidential Information except solely for the purpose of 
its performance under this Agreement; and (c) not disclose, disseminate, distribute, or 
transfer such Confidential Information to any third party without the express written 
consent of the other Members. Each Member shall limit the dissemination of Confidential 
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Information to only those Member employees, attorneys or shareholders, who have a 
need to know in order to perform their duties related to the obligations of such Member 
pursuant to this Agreement. Confidential Information shall not include information 
which: (i) is known to the receiving party without any confidentiality restriction at the 
time of disclosure; (ii) is publicly known or becomes publicly known and made generally 
available through no wrongful act of such receiving party; (iii) has been rightfully 
received by the receiving party, without any confidentiality restriction, from a third party 
who is authorized to make such disclosure and not otherwise in violation of this 
Agreement; or (iv) was independently developed by the receiving party without any use 
of the Confidential Information and by receiving party’s employees or consultants who 
did not have access to the Confidential Information.

If an authorized 
visitor cannot produce a valid, government issued photo identification, they will not be allowed to 
enter the facility and will be asked to leave the property. 


The facility will post signs at all entries stating, "No One Under 21 Years of Age Allowed," "Visitors 
Must be Escorted," and "Restricted Access Area." All doors will have commercial grade locks and 
will remain locked at all times. All employees are required to have on their person or visibly posted 
on a cork-board (or similar), an ID badge with their photo and all visitors in the facility are required to 
wear visitor badges. Authorized visitors must be escorted by a licensee or an employee throughout 
the entire duration of their visit. Surveillance cameras will continuously monitor all activities in the 
restricted access area, as well as the exterior of the premises. Any unauthorized individuals 
discovered on the premises will be requested to immediately vacate the premises, in the event the 
individual does not comply, law enforcement will be contacted for assistance. 


All visitors (with exception of an agent of AMCO, AMCO enforcement, law enforcement, or other 
duly authorized agents) who are granted access to the cultivation facility must sign a visitors log 
noting their name, date of visit, the purpose of visit (if necessary), and the time in and out of the 
facility. When visitors are signing in, they will be required to provide valid government-issued photo 
identification proving they are at least 21 years of age or older. A valid form of identification 
includes: (1) an unexpired, unaltered passport; (2) an unexpired, unaltered driver's license, 
instruction permit, or identification card of a state or territory of the United States, the District of 
Columbia, or a province or territory of Canada; (3) an identification card issued by a federal or state 
agency authorized to issue a driver's license or identification card or tribal ID that meets AMCO 
regulation requirements. Each visitor will be issued a visitor's badge to be worn and clearly 
displayed the entire time that they are in the facility. A Dragon's Lair cultivation licensee or a 
designated employee will escort and supervise the visitors at all times, never to exceed a ratio of 
five (5) visitors per licensee/employee. The visitor log will be stored along with all other business 
records and will be available to AMCO and enforcement upon request. All visitors must return their 
visitor badges and vacate the premises immediately when the visit concludes.

Dragon's Lair will install a regulatory compliant alarm system. Tamper monitored contacts will be 
mounted on all exterior doors and windows. In addition, interior motion detectors and glass break 
detectors will be mounted within the premises to ensure further security. Motion detection alerts are 
programmed into the camera system to send visual notification of unauthorized activity to the 
licensees cell phones. After completion of the closing procedures, the alarm system will be 
activated. The alarm system will be disabled during operating hours by a licensee, manager or first 
employee to arrive at the start of the business day. Employees may be provided with a remote panic 
button that activates the alarm system if under duress while in the facility during operating hours. All 
video cameras will be equipped with infrared capabilities to allow for clear viewing during low or no-
light conditions. If any of the sensors are breached, the audible siren is set off and the facility 
internal control panel will alert the licensee or manager via their cell phones, a licensee or manager 
will contact local law enforcement and will comply with all directives including, but not limited to, 
ensuring all employees and any visitors that may be on-site exit the facility, take a head count and 
then, a licensee and/or manager will go into the facility (when it is deemed safe enough to do so), 
take inventory of all marijuana, marijuana product, cash etc. In the event of an unauthorized breach, 
a licensee will immediately notify AMCO enforcement as soon as possible, and in any event, not 
more than 24 hours after the event occurs.


All marijuana and marijuana product will be inspected to ensure the inventory count is accurate before the start and end of each 
business day. All marijuana storage, cultivation areas, processing and packaging areas, the office and the property will be under 
continuous video surveillance. Dragon's Lair has a zero-tolerance policy for theft, inversion and diversion by employees. Any 
employee who steals or illegally distributes any amount of marijuana will be reported to law enforcement immediately and the 
company will comply with all directives and provide any necessary information and records. All employees will be required to 
complete training in recognizing theft activity and understanding the importance of preventing it. Records will be stored with other 
business records and available for review to determine any discrepancies. Employees will be trained to alert the licensee or manager 
immediately when theft, diversion or inversion is suspected.


"No Loitering" signs will be prominently displayed around the property and premises and will be well-
lit by exterior lighting. A licensee, facility manager or a designated employee will frequently walk the 
perimeter of the property and buildings to keep an eye out for loiterers. If a loiterer is found, they will 
be informed of the no loitering policy and asked to leave immediately. Local law enforcement will be 
contacted if the individual refuses to comply. AMCO will be notified within 24 hours, electronically 
any time local law enforcement is utilized.

All video cameras will be placed in such a way to ensure capability of producing a clear facial view of 
individuals inside/outside the buldings or within twenty (20) feet of any entrance, including entrance/exit 
gates.

All recordings will include the time and date stamp, and will be archived in a format that does not 
permit alteration of the requested images. All data can be made accessible for upload to a separate 
hard drive to maintain records for as long as necessary in the event of civil, administrative or 
criminal investigation(s). All recordings and business records will be available to law enforcement or 
AMCO representatives upon request.

The facility will use certified scales in compliance with the 
Alaska Weights and Measures Act, and will maintain registration and inspection reports at the 
facility. After employees package marijuana; packages will be placed in sanitized, air-tight 
containers, labeled with all compliant labeling information, and given a bar code for the 
inventory control system. Plastic packaging will be heat-sealed without an easy-open tab, 
dimple, corner, or flap. Packaged marijuana will be stored in a secured area until ready for 
transport. Labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the cultivation facility; (2) the 
date the marijuana was harvested; (3) the harvest batch number assigned to the marijuana; 
(4) the date the marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity of usable 
marijuana packaged, in a standard of measure compatible with the inventory tracking system; 
and (6) a complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation of the 
marijuana. Vehicles that will be used for transportation of marijuana will contain a secure and 
sanitary area affixed to the inside of the transportation vehicle that will lock and will ensure the 
marijuana cannot be seen by anyone from outside of the transportation vehicle. Prior to 
departure, a licensee or manager will ensure all marijuana is in sealed packages, and locked 
in the safe and secure storage compartment in the transport vehicle. All employees will be 
trained and will understand that under no circumstances (absent instruction from a duly 
authorized law enforcement officer) shall a sealed package containing marijuana be opened 
during transportation. The vehicle storage box will be a large industrial container mounted and 
secured within the vehicle, accessible by a combination or key lock. The structure will be 
formed of steel, hard plastic or like materials.

All growing, processing, curing, drying, packaging and labeling 
activities will be done inside the facility in a dedicated space not visible from outside. All marijuana will be 
securely packaged, labeled and organized for transport within the facility before bing moved to the 
transport vehicle.

Dragon's Lair will be using deep water horticulture The growing mediums used may include: clay pebbles 
(Hydroton), perlite, or lava rocks to support the plant within a net pot and keep it from falling into the 
reservoir. Net pots may be used with wide mesh to allow the roots to easily reach the nutrient solution. 
Rockwool can be used to germinate seeds or root clones before transferring them to the Deep Water 
Culture (DWC) system.  


The fertilizers used may include Flora Series (FloraGro, FloraBloom, FloraMicro), pH Perfect Sensi Grow, 
Bloom, FoxFarm Grow Big, Tiger Bloom, Big Bloom, or CaliMagic. Dragon's Lair may use either a two part or 
three part nutrient system or complete nutrient solutions. The types of DWC systems that may be used 
include singe DWC, recirculating DWC, or Bubbleponics. An air pump with air stone will oxygenate nutrient 
solution, preventing root rot. Net pots will be used to hold the plant and growing medium. Macro Nutrients 
may include: Nitrogen, Phosphorus and Potassium, Secondary Nutrient may include: Calcium, Magnesium 
and Sulfur, Micro Nutrients may include: Iron, Manganese, Zinc, Boron, Copper, Molybdenum and 
Chlorine. Carbon dioxide will be monitored to ensure levels remain at desired range. Air circulation and 
ventilation will be maintained to ensure adequate air exchange preventing CO2 depletion.

MASTER REAL ESTATE 
LEASE


This Real Estate Lease Agreement (" Lease") is dated June ___, 2025, by and between Team J
Management LLC ("Landlord"), and Dragon’s Lair LLC, an Alaska limited liability company
("Tenant"). The parties agree as follows:


PREMISES. Landlord, in consideration of the lease payments provided in this Lease, leases to
Tenant (the "Premises") the building and associated parking areas located at 21468 W Kobuk
Lane, Wasilla, Alaska 99623. 


TERM.  The Lease begins on __________ ___, 2025 and shall be a one-year (1) term (“Initial
Term”), with automatic renewals for an additional one (1) year term. In the event either party opts
not to renew this Lease, said non-renewing party shall notice the other not less than thirty (30)
days (prior to expiration of the initial term. Either party may terminate the Lease upon substantial
breach of this Agreement and prior to written notice to the other party giving a ten (10) day notice
to cure the defect to avoid the termination.


LEASE PAYMENTS. Tenant shall pay to Landlord monthly installments of $1,000.00 per
month. If payment is not received by the 10th day of the month a late charge of $20.00 per day
thereafter will be charged. Landlord shall give Tenant written notice of the past due lease
payment. On the 15th the Landlord may give notice of breach, as stated above and Tenant shall
agree to vacate the premise if the breach is not remedied within ten (10) days. 


USE OF PREMISES.  Tenant may use the Premises for the licensed cultivation of cannabis.

PROPERTY INSURANCE. At all times during the Lease Term, Tenant shall procure and
maintain, at its sole expense, special form (“all risk”) property insurance, in an amount not less
than one hundred percent (100%) of the replacement cost, covering the Premises (including all
leasehold improvements), the contents thereof, and the Building in which the Premises are located
(collectively, the “Property Insurance”).  The Property Insurance shall contain business income
(“loss of rents”) coverage for a period of time not less than twelve (12) months following the
insured casualty.  Landlord shall be named as an additional insured on the Property Insurance.
Landlord and Landlord’s mortgagee each shall be named as loss payees on the Property Insurance
with respect to proceeds attributable to damage to the Premises and the Building.  Landlord shall
be named as loss payee on the Property Insurance with respect to business income coverage.
Tenant shall not be a loss payee with respect to proceeds attributable to damage to the Premises or
the Building or with respect to business income coverage, but Tenant shall be the loss payee for its
personal property located in the Premises.  The proceeds of the Property Insurance shall be used
for the repair or replacement of the property so insured except that if this Lease is terminated
following a casualty, the proceeds applicable to the Building, Premises and leasehold
improvements contained therein shall be paid to Landlord and the proceeds applicable to Tenant's
personal property shall be paid to Tenant.

If Tenant maintains possession of the Premises for any period after the termination
of this Lease ("Holdover Period"), Tenant shall pay to Landlord lease payment(s) during the
Holdover Period at a rate equal to the most recent rate preceding the Holdover Period. Such
holdover shall constitute a month-to-month extension of this Lease.


CUMULATIVE RIGHTS. The rights of the parties under this Lease are cumulative and shall
not be construed as exclusive unless otherwise required by law.


NON-SUFFICIENT FUNDS. Tenant shall be charged $100.00 for each check that is returned
to Landlord for lack of sufficient funds.

REMODELING OR STRUCTURAL  IMPROVEMENTS.   Tenant shall have the obligation to
conduct any construction or remodeling (at Tenant's expense) that may be required to use the
Premises as specified above.
