Liability for Contribution

A Member's obligation to make their required Capital Contribution can only be compromised or
released with the consent of all remaining Members or as otherwise provided in this Agreement.

IN CONSIDERATION OF the Landlord leasing certain premises to the Tenant, the Tenant leasing those
premises from the Landlord and the mutual benefits and obligations set forth in this Lease, the receipt and

sufficiency of which consideration is hereby acknowledged, the Parties to this Lease (the "Parties") agree as
follows:

Definitions

1.  When used in this Lease, the following expressions will have the meanings indicated:

a. "Additional Rent" means all amounts payable by the Tenant under this Lease except Base Rent,
whether or not specifically designated as Additional Rent elsewhere in this Lease;

Should the Tenant remain in possession of the Premises with the consent of the Landlord after the
natural expiration of this Lease, a new tenancy from month to month will be created between the
Landlord and the Tenant which will be subject to all the terms and conditions of this Lease but will be

terminable upon either party giving one month's notice to the other party.

Upon 30 days' notice, the Landlord may terminate the tenancy under this Lease if the Tenant has

defaulted in the payment of any portion of the Rent when due.

Upon 60 days' notice, the Landlord may terminate the tenancy under this Lease if the Tenant fails to
observe, perform and keep each and every of the covenants, agreements, stipulations, obligations,
conditions and other provisions of this Lease to be observed, performed and kept by the Tenant and
the Tenant persists in such default beyond the said 60 days' notice.

Subject to the provisions of this Lease, the Tenant will pay a base rent of $5,000.00, payable per
month, for the Premises (the "Base Rent"), without setoff, abatement or deduction. In addition to the

Additional Rights on Reentry
