44.64.060(e)(3), revises the enforcement action, determination 
of best interest, order, award, remedy, sanction, penalty, or 
other disposition of the case as follows:   

 
The parties will consult immediately and agree on a substitute 
person to conduct the evaluation provided that the Executive 
Director must approve the person agreed to.  That agreement 
will be reached within 5 business days, and the evaluation 
conducted within 30 days of this decision. If the evaluation is 
not conducted within 30 days, Ms. Avalon’s licenses may be 
suspended by the Division subject to prior approval of the 
Executive Director, pending further review by the Board. 
 
The evaluation will be a comprehensive neuropsychological 
and psychological evaluation, and the report of that evaluation 
will be provided to the Board within 30 days of the evaluation. 
 
The prior suspension of Ms. Avalon’s licenses is rescinded. 
 
Judicial review of this decision may be obtained by filing an 
appeal in the Alaska Superior Court in accordance with AS 
44.62.560 and Alaska R. App. P. 602(a)(2) within 30 days after 
the date of this decision.
